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IM I think the Liberal Oovernmsnt bee an excellant 
opportunity te vin the support ef the agricultural Internets 
by doing sene thing fer the f amers threoghout Canada.
(5) That the Ooverment take a definite stand te do sene- 
thing eematruetlve In eonneetlen with the minim* wage 
question In depreeaed Industries.
(6) That tied late action be taken on the very lnportant 
natter of beer distribution. If the elteatten Is as stated 
that the brewing Industry eeuld not produce wore beer, let 
the Oovernwent state that every available weans has been taken 
to ensure the greatest possible production. Zf this Is done 
and still a shortage exists, then the public will at least 
realise that the determent regulations are not te blawe, 
rather than leave the lwpreeelon that Is new eonwon that the 
Oovernwent Is restricting the distribution and sale ef tble 
eoemodlty.
(7) That there should be sows open fort* or other vehicle 
through which all these controversial questions eeuld be dis­
cussed and dealt with so that the public could be fully ln-
forwed day by day. My suggestion In this connection Is an 
established page In every newspaper in Canada once a week, 
alwllar In effect to the Women's Page, the Financial Page, 
Sporting Page, etc., but this leads Into the thought we have 
been working on for a Free Enterprise plan, and X question 
the advisability ef passing eueh suggestions on at this tlwe.
The sow up, as I see it the preblew le that we now have a 
party known as the C.C.F. who are looked upon as crusaders and 
who are capturing the Imagination of the people of this 
country, and there le no definite organisation In existence 
to give then concerted opposition.
Many of the points X have mentioned, such as old age pone lone, 
minimum wages In depreeaed industries, etc., way cost con­
siderable money but the gevemewnt can raise this through 
taxes and whatever the sect. It will be cheap compared to the 
cost to all bueIncases should the C.O.F. come Into power.
If the Coverament will establish the fact that their efforts 
to date have been concentrated on the winning of the war and 
for this reason they have n*t had time te talk about, or 
put Into effect, these ether plane which the C.C.F* has had 
plant of tlsw te bat around te the voting publie, but that they 
are new In a position te give consideration to these plane.
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
