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Huron by anv means. Let me make this statement, and 1 don't
think I will ever have 1o take it back or make another. It is a
feasible sceme in eonjunetion with Niagara Power—but only in

oonjunc tion with Niagara power. And it will be of some advant-
age to Niagara, too. When the load is heavy that power can be
sold for the County of Huron in the city of Stratford.

Now, Mr. Chairman, when I said you might have $25 pow-
er in Goderich, that is what I meant. If Huron decides to de-
velop that power, the Government will supply everything that is
necessary. It will build the transmission lines, and we want
to bring power to every town or village, township or farm in the
County of Huron. You have another great advantage in the
Hydro-electric power. Wae, as a Commission, buy everything in
large quantities. We do evervthing big and consequently we get
things cheaper than you could possibly do, and you will get the
benefit of this. We engage the best engineers You could not
afford to pay an engineer $100,000 a year, but the Province of
Ontario ean, and vou get the benefit of that man's science and

his experience

[ don't think I need say anything further You are prob
ably tired now, but if you have any questions to ask me on an\

point I will be glad to answer them.
