thew apostles of brüte force that, however
sound their müitary theories may prove to
have been, their political caiculations have
for the most part. already hopelessly mis'
camed. The reason is not far to seek. Their
müitary theories dealt with forces which are
capable of more or less exaet calculation

;

their political estimates ignored all those
moral imponderabilia of which Bismarck
himself was fain to recognize the immense
importance. No doubt, in a world ruied
whoUy by brüte force, as the world would be
if they had their way, they would be right,
for all moral forces, ponderable or impon-
derable, would have ceased to exist. But
happily, though Colonel Frobenius has been
speciaUy bles.^ed by no less exalted a per-
sonage than the Crown Prince of Germany
himself, that time is not yet.
