And because His storehouse of truth and grace

is still undiminished, we, of this great twen-

tieth century, looking for a solution of the com-

plex problems of our modern life, turn again

to the teachings of the Universal Man, the

Divine Man!

Jesus, the reconciling Redeemer and infal-

lible Spiritual Guide of Men! Jesua, the su-

preme Master of the ages of time ! Who in the

days of Thy humiliation didst teach Thy little

band of faithful ones in the land of Galilee,

Thy thoughts have been the awakenings and

the inspirations of the generations of men, and

Thy Kingdom on earth shall still advance and

triumph until out of Thine experiences of Geth-

semane and of Calvary there shall come to our

reconstructed and regenerated humanity a ful-

filment of the vision of the seer in Patmos isle

as he looked beyond the conflicts and desolations
