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That which first led me to disbelieve

in Anglicanism as having any other

than a human origin, was the govern-
ment of the Kstablished Church—or in
other words the exercise of the Royal

Supremacy, through the Privy Council,

which Court without doubt is the final

Court of Appeal of Anglicanism in mat-

ters of Faith.

The first time I ever heard of the
privy Council was when [was a student
at a Theological College.

and Church party generally supporting |
it. The measure was severe, and prou- |

Ritualism, with the extravagance ol

which the English people were heartily ‘

wearied. It is of interest to remember
that it was then that Mr. Disraeli
raised the ** No Popery " ery, and, with
scathing sarcasm, spoke ol the celebra-

tion of the Holy Communion by the |

Ritualists as the ** Mass in masquers
ade !"’

Undoubtedly it was a time of great
excitement,  tor all Catholie-minded
people; and it looked as if, after all,
the Church of England was nothing but
a department of the State, or, as S0me
statesman once described it, ‘‘the
moral police force ol the Government of
England.”

People did not know what to think or
what to do. The more logical tollowed
their reason, apd became Catholies.
Others wrote pamphlets, addressed
meetings, protested, and threatened all
kinds of things, none of which came to
pass, and were content with waat they
did.

I was greatly upset. The Privy
Council was now no longer looming in
the distance, but standingout clear and
sharp in the near horizon : for the pro-
cess by this Bill was: Iirst, the Bishop;
then the Court of Arches; and then
the final arbiter—the Privy Couneil
representing the Sovereign.

The Public Worship Regulation Act
was passed to put down Ritualism. It
has signally faled, and the license to
do what you like and ‘*go as you

please’’ has enormously increased since
the attempt. To my mind the publica-
tion by Lord John Russell of the ** Oath
of Homage,'’ on the presentation of the
Bishops to Her Majesty, was likely to
produce a deeper impression on reflect~

ive minds.

Lord John Russell, in order toexpose
the pretensions of Litualists and Sacer-
dotalists in the Church of Kngland,
alluded to this oath in the House of
Lords, and wrote a letter to the Times,
in which he made publicits form. This
came like a blow from asledge hammer.
