It was not long till Bishop Geddes had
more news to communicate (Nov, 15th).
A decree of the French Acsembiy, dated
28th Octoter, was in favor of the SBecotch
colleges in France, Mr. Andrew Stewart
had mentioned the Scotch College in
Paris to Mr, Pitt and the Duke of Leeda,
and had prevailed on them to send &
despatch to the British Minister at Paris
on the subject. The National Assewmbly
of Frenee tounded their decree for leav.
ing the Scotch colleges there as they
were, on the ground that they did not
belong to the French nation. It was
news to Bisbop Hay that a project was
on foot for the purchase of the papers
belonging to the Paris college, by the
British nation ; end Mr, Pitt, it was said,
was inclined to treat generously. Bishop
Hay, writiog to Bishop Geddes, su;gested
that he should let Mr. Andrew Stewart
know that the Stewart papors at Grisi
(the Scotch College) were not the pro
perty of that college, but only & deposit,
¢nd that their owners were the Scolch
Catholics &8 & body, The bichop had
beard that the papers left by the Arch
bishop of G'aegow were to be returned
to Gleegow if religion ehould ever be re
stored ic Seotland. Part of the price to be
paid for those papers might perbaps be
allotted to the mission, Butthe bishop
was quite aware of the extreme delicacy
of tue negotiation; and he only sug-
gested it a8 deservivg his fricnd’s con.
sideration.

The bishopa of Scotland cffered to
the Bishop of Rooder their common
thunks for the sctive ioterest which he
wpd teken u the national colleges.

Bishop Hay's perusal of Mz, Bnrke’s
work on the Freuch Revolution filled his
wind with too well-founded alarm. The
statesman’s dread of the revolutionary con-
taglon spreading to Great Britaln cansed
him to push his corclucions to their
atmost limite. It so sppeared to the
bishop, to whom many of the facts alleged
were altcgether new, Bu', assuming their
truth, which it was impossidle to doubt,
attested as it was by so great an anthority
as Mr. Butke, The bishop acknowledged
thst he was deeply sffected by the state of
the French nation, avd counsidered its
misery 88 one of the heaviest judgments
that, to his knowledge, had ever been
fuflicted on & people. The condition of
Frauce, in general, naturally exciied in
bis mind wne keepest anxicty for the
safety of the Scotch colleges there. He
dreaded, especlally, the kiud of fustruction
which would probably be provided in the
upiversitles; and if the civic cath should
be imposed on the superiora of colieg &
what might not bs feared ? Might uot
their refusal to tako it be made a pretext
for annuling the semineries axd selzlog
thelr propenies?
