Outlook For an Active
Summer Grows Bright-
er Daily.

Increzsed shipments and enhanced
activity is the record of the past week
in the Rossland camp.

AMONG THE MINES.

GIANT.—The Giant came prominent-
ly to the front again through the re-
sumption of operations after a couple
of months’ idleness due to the inability
of the smelter to receive the mine’s
output.

SMELTER.

QUTLINE OF EXTENSIVE DEVEL-
OPMENT NOW UNDER WAY
- AT THE MINE.

“Ore carrying $62 in gold and netting
the company handsome returns has been
shipped from the Velvet mine to the
Northport smelter recently,” said Wil-
liam Gray, manager of the mine yester-
day. This rock ran 2.4 ounces in gold
and was mined on the 200 foot level.
It ie a highly decomposed quartz.”

Mr, Gray is in the city for a day or
tw» on business in connection with tie
Velvet, where mining and shipping op-
erations are steadily under way with a
total force of forty-two men.

“Just at this particular juncture,” cou-
tinued Mr. Gray, “we are virtually in
statu quo. Raises are being run from
the 200 to the 100 level and from the
300 to the 200. The raises will provide
much needed ventilation for the mine.
We are shipping regularly twenty tons
to the Northport smelter. As -soon 2as
the raises are completed the company
expects to stope from twenty-five to
thirty tons daily. Six teams are engaged
in hauling, and we hope to secure four
additional teams in a few days.

“The raise from the second to the first
level will conneet with the ore shoot
in the Portland property, which is prac-
tically owned by the same people who
control the Velvet.

ANIMATED = COUNCIL

ROSSLAND’S CITY FATHERS
WAKE UP IN GOOD STYLE
AND SCRAP.

ACTUALLY ENCOUNTERED A VE-
TO LAST NIGHT — HOW IT
HAPPENED.

(From Wednesday's Daily.)

The first veto in the memory of the
gldest councillor at Rossland’s civie
board went down on the records last
night, and thereby hangs a tale. In-
cidentally it was demonstrated that
there is a cleavage among the members,
with Mayor Dean, and Aldermen Em-
bleton,, Dunlop and McKichan on one
side and Aldermen Daniel, Armstrong
and Talbot on the other.

A portion of last night’'s session was
exceedingly animated. A score of resi-
dents gathered to witness the proceed-
ings, and apparently enjoyed the little
clash which ensued.

The difference of opinion arose over
a resolution by 'Aldermen Daniel and
Talbot to the effect that a certain water
service requested by Paul D. Wilcox
and several other ratepayers be installed.
The city engineer had reported to the
council that the work would cost $270
and would yield a revenue of $9 per
month, or about forty per cent on the
investment. Following the submission
of this resolution a dispute ensued as
to whether Alderman Daniel had been
in attendance at the fire, water and
light committee when it had been de-
cided to postpone action on the Wilcox
application. Mayor Dean reiterated his

where it will be dealt with by the attor-
ney-general or pigeon-holed, as the de-
partment may dictate.

The Ratepayers’ association demand-
ed that its petition be replied to, and this
was the answer returned.

On the order sheet for last night's
meeting was a communication from the
organization asking immediate attention
to the issue raised in their petition filed
several .weeks previously. The topic was
broached under the head of ‘“unfinished
'business,” and Alderman Daniel was the
first member of council to enter the de-

bate.

It was his last thought, he said,
to resign his position at. the council
board, but he wished to go on record
as heartily in favor of the polieo investi-
gation asked for. It would cost money,
he knew, but he ‘wanted his attitude
understood,

Alderman Dunlop took a different view
of the question. It was a fact, he point-
ed out, that the attorney-general of the
province was responsible for the appoint-
ment of the police commissioners, and
if there was necessity for investigating
the . administration - of these of-
ficials it was for the attorney-
general’s department to take the initia-
tive, and not the council, which had no
voice in the appointment of the com-
missioners and could not afford the ex-
pense entailed.

The erection of retaining walls for
the various floors of the mill is pro-
gressing actively, ten ‘masons being
engaged. Three of these walls are fin-
ished and the fourth is half done. A
start was made at the lower level of
the works, and the masons will work
up the hill until their department of
the undertaking is finished. Contrac-
tor Lynch is to start work at once on
the structures covering the lower floors..
A large quantity of lumber to be util~
ized in these operations is already de-
livered on the ground.

The second car of machinery for the
Elmore Oil process has bes=n delivered
at the millsite. This included tanks, *
‘mixers, etc., and completes the first
half of the oil plant. Two cars addi-
tional are in transit and will be de-
livered here at an early date, so that
there will be no delay on this score.
The crushing machinery for the works
was ordered in San Francisco and
will be shipped tromt.hen as well as
ﬁ!om Pennsylvanla. De!lvery lu eX=

for the ‘'work -have been submitted by
several oonmtou. The work will be
got under way promptly so that no de-
lay will be encountered.

The schedule in connection with the
company’s concentrator plant is as
follows:

July 15—Buildings finished.

August 16—O0il plant erected.

July 25—Crushing machinery d‘liv‘
ered here,

September 15—Crushing mnchlnery
October 1—Mill ready to run.

The foregoing is only an estimate
based upon known conditions, but as
matters have come off according te
schedule, or almost so, the company
hopes its plans will be realized. =

At the present time the Le Roi Two
has some 20,000 tons of milling ore on
the dumps at the Josie and No. 1 mines,
The extra profit to be gained by milling.
this tonnage will be more than suf-
ficient to defray the cost of the Elmore
plant now under construction, which
is estimated at $25,000 in round figures.
Further, considerable quantities of ore
are being added to the dumps weekly;
and the tonnage in reserve will be con-
sid. in excess of present figures
by the time the mill is in operation.

VICTORIA, June 23.—An extra edi-
tion of the provincial Gazette was issued
last evening containing a proclamation
fixing the date for the holding of courts
of revision throughout the province.
These courts of revision are to be held
on August 31st. After August 14th no
applications will be entered on the lists
of voters now in course of preparation.
Registration is to be suspended from
August 14th to August 31st. On the lat-
ter date all objections against the reten-
tion of any names on the lists shall be
heard and disposed of. This proclama-
tion, therefore, allows a little over seven
weeks in which to register. The revised
lists will not be ready until considerably
over two months.
