TO YOUNG MEN.

WILMOT AVENUE.
Frederieton, Nov 10th, 1887

A Sermon Delivered by the Rev. 
Mr. Crawley

At the Baptist Church, Fred­
ericton, N. B.,

On Sunday Evening, November 
18th, 1887.

1. God the Creator,—a eublim 
ception. Even in the times when the 
earth, to men’s thought, was a level plain, 
roofed in by an adamantine firmament, 
this idea of a divine I'ramer and Archi­
tect waa noble and enobling.

2. To-day science, like a mighty arch­
angel, catches up the human spirit 
into the infinite of space, and sweeps 
from galaxy to galaxy until the human 
heart faints and cries, End is there none 
of the universe of God ? And the con­
stellations answer, << End is there none 
that ever yet we heard of.” And 
fainting thought rallies, and, borne 
on mighty pinions, flies on past im­
measurable architraves, and immensity 
after immensity sown with rushing 
worlds, until imagination droops and 
swoons, and again the question comes, 
“ End is there none of the universe of 
God," and science answers, “ End 
there none of the universe of God ; lo I 
also, there is no beginning." Our earth, 
a grain of sand on the shore of the uni­
verse of God, yonder sun a swinging 
porch lamp at the outermost threshold 
of the temple of the Eternal, the stars, 
filagree work on the mighty gates that 
lift up their heads when the King of 
Glory passes through. God the Creator, 
filling immensity and comprehending 
eternity, the old words of the Hebrew 
prophet never meant so much as they 
mean to-day.

3. But this thought is matched by an­
other, equally sublime and intensely per­
sonal and practical. Young man, as you 
stand under the orderly heavens ablaze 
with Hie glory, amid the harmonies of 
nature, unceasingly hymning His praise 
in the vast sounding workshop of the 
universe, where all things proclaim, the 
hand that made us is divine. Let this 
truth sink into your heart and leaven 
your thought and shape your character. 
The great God who made all things made 
me. The Creator of sun and star is my 
Creator. I am His workmanship, the 
creature ef His hand. No young man 
can do a wiser thing than. to heed the 
words of the wise king, “ Remember thy 
Creator in the days of thy youth."

4. Youth is a time of joy, a time of 
privilege ana blessing. “ Rejoice, 0 young 
man in thy youth," and a young man 
possessed of health and vigor in a world 
full of God’s beauty cannot but rejoice. 
One of the advantages of being bom, is 
that it gives us the opportunity of being 
young for a while. A bright, sunny 
youth is a better preparation for dark 
stern days ahead than a youth that has 
been defrauded of the pleasures that 
belong to it of right. Who will 
best stand the rigor of a wintry day, the 
one who ventures forth from a home of 
plenty, and warmth and comfort, or the 
half-starved beggar whom hunger drives 
from his cheerless, freezing garret- Let 
a young man enjoy to the full the true 
pleasures of youth, no voice from heaven 
will say him nay, and neither church 
nor preacher has a right to place a ban 
upon the rich delights of the glorious 
spring-time of life.

5. But such utterances need to be 
guarded. Their meaning is easily mis­
understood. Ruinous, fatal mistakes, 
are made in regard to enjoyment, and 
pleasure. Those joys which leave stings 
of remorse, which bum out all true man­
liness of thought and sentiment and 
character, which are the evil seeds, the 
wildcats from which in after years spring 
up black crops of sin and suffering, these 
are no true joys, they are the poisonous 
flowers, the apples of Sodom that grow 
along that broad way that leads to death. 
God's word loudly warns against these 
deceptive pleasures, and the faithful 
friends of the young should repeat and 
emphasize these warnings.

6. It is easy to confound liberty with 
license—to ’imagine that freedom is to 
be enjoyed only by a reckless disregard 
for restraints oi whatever character. The 
young man is in a bad way who despises 
parental control, spurns the advice and 
counsel of older or wiser heads, makes 
light of social and sacred bonds, and be­
gins to drift over the sea of life after the 
devices of his own sweet, crooked will. 
He is already a predestined victim of 
the malestrom of ruin, his life will come 
to speedy wreck on the black rocks of 
perdition. Liberty lies in obedience to 
law. “He who will not be ruled by the 
rudder, must be ruled by the' rock.” 
The stars have liberty while they move 
on in their viewless paths obedient to 
the laws ordained of the Creator, a wan­
dering star is one for which is reserved 
the blackness of darkness forever, The 
locomotive engine has liberty to thunder 
from one side of the continent to the 
other, so long as it stipks to the track— 
its liberty is all lost, it becomes a help­
less wreck when once it leaves the nar­
row way. The ship has liberty while it 
yields to the helm, and is guided safely 
through fierce storms and dangerous 
channels to its destined haven. The 
young man enjoys liberty when he re­
members his Creator in the days of his 
youth, obeys the laws that God in wis­
dom and love has written on his nature, 
and by a glad and loyal obedience to his 
God proves what is his good and perfect 
and acceptable will for him.

7. “Rqjoice, 0 young man, in thy 
youth”—“but know thou, that for all 
these things God will bring you into 
judgment.” This does not mean that the 
God who made us should be regarded as 
an intruder upon our joys, that he frowns 
upon youthful pleasures, and is a foe to 
our happiness. Far from it. Our Crea- 
torrejoices in the joy of His creatures; He 
is glad when they are happy. In His 
presence is fulness of joys, at His right 
hand are pleasures forever more. He 
alone is able, and He is infinitely willing 
to make known to any young man the 
secret of true joy, He is ready to help the 
young so to live, that “Life, death and 
that vast Forever shall be one grand, 
sweet song.”

8. But the words do mean this, and 
may their meaning sink into your souls. 
They mean that although you are a 
young man you are no l therefore free 
from responsibility and obligation. Great 
are your privileges and blessings, rejoice 
in them. Equally great are your respon­
sibilities and obligations. God will bring 
you into judgment. These words mean 
that you can not sin with impunity sim­
ply because you are a young man. If 
you sin you will not escape condemna­
tion simply on the score of being young. 
The sins of youth will issue in suffering 
os surely as the sins of after years. God’s 
retributive judgments will fall as swiftly 
and surely on youthful sinners as upon 
gray-headed reprobates. Have done with 
the specious, fallacious, thrashy utteran­
ces of those who make a mock at sin, by 
saying, “ Young men will be young men 
you know.” “ They must sow their wild 
oats, they must have their fling.” Hide­
ous tom foolery, miserable, wicked non­
sense which finds no justification in God’s 
words or God’s dealings with men, young 
or old. “Be not deceived, God is not 
mocked, for whatsoever a man soweth, 
that shall he also reap ; he that soweth 
unto his own flesh, shall of the flesh reap 
corruption, but he that soweth unto the 
spirit, shall of the spirit reap life ever­
lasting.” “Sow the wind, reap the whirl­
wind.” Spring time is seed time in the 
natural world, and youth is spring time 
and seed time in a man’s life. “ Rejoice 
in thy youth, but know thou—God will 
bring thee unto judgment.” Therefore, 
remove sorrow from thy heart, and put 
away evil from thy flesh. “ Remember 
thy Creator in the days of thy youth.”

9. Scores of graves, where young men 
lie, the early victims of beastly indul­
gence and nameless vice, and others 
treading the same dark road of sin, and 
shame, and death, evidencing in useless 
lives and hardened hearts and seared 
consciences, and suffering bodies and 
premature death, that a holy God, who 
cannot deny Himself, does not treat sin 
as a trifle, because the sinner happens 
to be a young man. “ If any man defile 
the temple of God, him shall God de­
stroy, for the temple of God is holy, 
which temple ye are.”

10. You remember, that Webster, when 
asked what his greatest thought was, re­
plied, “ The greatest thought that ever 
entered my mind was that of my per­
sonal responsibility to a personal God.” 
There is hope for a young man when this 
great, inspiring thought finds a home in 
his soul, and he is led to consider his 
obligations to his Master and thus to re­
member his Creator in the days of his

11. In closing the greatest legal argu­
ment of his life Webster put this same 
thought in other words, “There is no 
evil that we cannot either face or flee 
from, but the consciousness of duty 
disregarded. A sense of duty pur­
sues us ever. . It is omnipresent, like the 
Deity. If we take to ourselves the wings 
of the morning, and dwell in the utter­
most parts of the sea, duty performed, 
or duty violated, is still with us, for our 
happiness or our misery. If we say that 
darkness shall cover us, in the darkness 
as in the light, our obligations are yet 
with us. We cannot escape their power, 
nor fly from their presence. They are 
with us in this life, will be with us at its 
close ; and in that scene of inconceivable 
solemnity which lies yet farther onward, 
we shall still find ourselves surrounded 
by the consciousness of duty to pain ns 
wherever it has been violated, and to con­
sole us so far as God has given us grace to 
perform it.” Young man, cherish this 
solemn sense of obligation to God, it 
is the keynote of a true, a noble, a use­
ful, a blessed, a manly life. Remember 
thy Creator, fear God and keep his com­
mandments, this is the open secret of 
right living.
“Three roots bear up dominion : know­

ledge, will,
These two are strong, but stronger still 

the third—
Obedience : 'tis the great tap-root, which 

still,
Knit round the rock of duty, is not

Though storm and tempest spend their 
utmost skill.

12. Remember thy Creator. True life 
consists in the fulfilment of relations. 
You are a son, a part-of your duty lies 
in being a filial and dutiful son. Honor 
thy father and mother,that thy days may 
be long in the land.” You are an appren­
tice, a clerk, an employee. Be faithful 
and diligent in the discharge of your 
duties. You are a friend, be true as 
steel, loyal and devoted, a friend that 
sticketh closer than a brother. You 
are the creature of God. He is your 
maker, your father, your king, His laws 
are written on your being, you dwell un­
der His government, you owe your exis­
tence to Him, you are momently de­
pendant on his care. Will you live to 
see the light of another day, not if it de­
pended upon your wit or wisdom. If 
you rise in health and vigor to-morrow 
morning, you Creator will have been 
your preserver. “In Him you live, and 
move, and have your being.” He besets 
you behind and before, and lays His 
hand upon you, and He says to you, 
young man, in the morning of your life, 
remember me. Are these relations, the 
highest and holiest to remain unfulfilled, 
will you ignore carelessly, indifferently, 
ungratefully, the claims of your God up­
on your worship, your love, your service. 
A man paints a picture, writes a book, 
invents a machine. It is Lia, you will 
not dispute his claim. God creates man, 
makes him a person by endowing him 
with intelligence, conscience and free 
will. How close the relation between 
the Creator, all wise and good, and the 
creature of His hand. How just and 
right the claims that He bases on that 
relationship. Acknowledge them, gladly 
own them. Confess your Maker as your 
God and your King. Honor Him with 
loving trust and faithful obedience. Re­
member thy Creator. Say from the

“ My gracious Lord, I own thy right 
To every service I can pay,

And call it my supreme delight 
To hear thy dictates and obey,

“ What is my being but for Thee,
Its sure support, its noblest end,

Thine ever-smiling face to see,
And serve the cause of such a friend.”

13. Remember thy Creator. This is to 
get an early start, and a right start in the 
right way. This is to have the car of life 
coupled at tho outset with the great en­
gine of spiritual power that will carry it 
on. and carry it through safely, trium­
phantly.
