CAMERON BROTHERS ON THE ICE 

USED FOR ITS COOLING.
Cameron Brothers write to tiie Times 

regarding the source uf the ice used for 
cooling purposes by Mr. Peter B<?y, the 
new contractor. Some of the stnmi uts 
made are not such as the Times cares tu 
take the responsibility of making, hence 
the letter is not published. Thev i.'afe 
howev'er, most emphatically that they 
never “took or used an ounc* uf 1V’ 
from thes “spring creek" wh-nce it vas 
stated Mr. Hay took his supply, but, 
they add. “got their ice from Lake Me- 
dad, and from the open bay. within the 
limits so carefully laid out by (among 
others) Medical Health Officer Langrill, 
who was very particular about the city's 
supply of milk in those days.”

The Times does not purpose saying or 
doing anything to prejudice either of the 
parties to this controversy. It under­
stands that wherever the ice may come 
from it is so used that it never comes 
into contact with the milk, and that 
the Hospital authorities have satisfied 
themselves of the safety of the cooling 
system.
