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Centennia Prices Fifty years ago there was only one 
little Catholic church in Troy, N. Y., 
now there are eight prosperous parishes, 
and there are institutions under the care 
of the Sisters of St. Joseph, the Little 
Sisters of the Poor, aud the Sisters of 
Charity. The Jesuit, Augustinian, and 
Eudit Fathers and the secular priests 
minister to the spiritual wants of nearly 
60,000 Catholics. There is but little 
debt in any church, or institution and 
several are entirely free from all debt.

Bishop Simlao Voluntare, ordinary of 
Paliopolis and vicar apostolic of China, 
recently paid a visit to the Jesuit priests 
who conduct St. Francis’ College, Six­
teenth street, New York, and in an inter­
view with a reporter said that the Chinese 
people, provided they are willing to learn, 
very readily understand the doctrine of 
Christianity, because they are a very in­
telligent race. He declared that Christian 
missions were spreading very fast in 
China, and that there was no longer any 
persecution of Christians, at least openly, 
for the reason that existing treaties forbid 
such work. He admitted, however, that 
obsolete laws were raked up to hinder the 
spread of Christianity, which the natives, 
wedded as they are to their old customs, 
viewed with no great favor. These people 
half suspect that these missionaries enter 
their country for the purpose of driving 
the natives out or reducing them to sub­
jection, and hence the bishop believes 
that the recent sending of French gun- 
boats into the Tonquin rivers has not 
helped the cause of religion, but rather 
injured it. The bishop left New York, 
accompanied by a young Jesuit priest and 
his own Chinese secretary, for San Fran­
cisco on the 14th. From that place he 
will sail direct for China to carry on evan­
gelical work.

Tne Daily News says of the late Sir 
George Bowyer :—He was, like so many 
converts, a Catholic first and a politician 
afterwards. So early as 1850 he came 
forward to defend Pius IX. and Cardinal 
Wiseman on the question of distributing 
England into Catholic dioceses, which led 
to the passing of the Ecclesiastical Titles 
Act. To the end of his life he continued 
to be a zealous Roman Catholic, and he 
waa a diligent student of the canon law. 
How completely he had assimilate I the

Among those who had been 
named by the society for removal were 
two gentlemen named Smythe, living in 
County Longford, and two of the prison­
ers were deputed to execute the sentence. 
The eight prisoners charged with compli­
city in the murder of Mrs. Smythe were 
present at the meeting held in March 
1882, outside the house of the mother of

There is 
none of the saturnine caducity, the de­
pressed mouth, and prominent chin, or 
spectral smile. Leo XIII. is tall ; he 
wears his years well ; walks upright, and 
thus makes the most of his inches. His- 
hair is now white, and naturally forms 
into a crown about his finely developed 
brow. His long face is serene, his small 
eyes dancing with intelligence; add to 
this an harmonious sonorous voice and a 
wide knowledge of languages, which he 
speaks with the correctness of a pro­
fessor.”

Reverend Henry Ward Beecher in 
speaking of the recent death of a member 
of his congregation paid a touching trib­
ute to the noble Sisters of Mercy. In 
describing the young man’s last hours the 
Rev. Mr. Beecher said :—
