sought, final. In this instance, his very wealth is in
*ome sort a guarantee for his fitness for the office ;
as, if hereditary, it will doubtless have procured for
him an adequate education, to_enaole him to judge
of matters and disputes acrordirg to those practical
rules which a finished eduration, and intercourse
with good society, gradually impart to an individua! ;
and, on the other hand, if his riches be the produet
of his own, perseverance and industry, we have at
once an assurance of talent out of the common ; as
wealth, and-its consequent’ influence, are not acqui-
red without tajent of some kind, limited it may be,
but still the ability is present. And, afler gll, the
cau-es of disputation for magisterial decision, in the
country districts, are but those which epring from
every day pursuits.
