We ocould not do worse in get-
ting a new teacher, for we must get one
with as good a certicate. When there

The attendance was large, the
refreshments were excellent, and were
served by a corps of obliging young
ladies with dainty little white caps, and
the whole affair was well managed. Af-
ter the refreshments, an excellent pro-
gramme was offered up stairs.

The chairman, Rev. Robert Ure, D.D.,

He prayed for success
and biessing upon their young friend in
his studies and in his future carser of
usefulness as a worker in the Master's
vineyard.
