It is expected, however, that nine 
of the firms out cl about sixty have 
signer! up the agreement offered by 
the strikers, which give a 10 .per cent 
increase in wages. Who these firms 
are has not transpired but if they 
include some of the biggest contract­
ors it is likely that the rest will come 
in and that a strike will be averted. 
On the other hand the Master Build­
ers claim they are practically solid 
in holding out against the demands 
of the men.

BY EACH DAY'S FINE WEATHER

Hum of the Binders Heard on Every Side - Harvest is Uniformally Good 
—Conditions Along C.P.R. in Alberta are Splendid—Belmont Farm­
er’s Big Grain Area.

i One man available for every three 
required is the situation in the, labor 
market in the Edmonton district at 
the present time. - A Bulletin repre­
sentative interviewed the employaient 
agencies in the city this morning and 
ascertained that the above is about 
the present ratio of the supply and 
demand. Hundreds of men are re­
quired in the railroad construction 
camps on the <C. N. R. and G. T. P. 
branch lines, others ' are required in 
the harvest fields, and a certain num­
ber in tiie lumber camps throughout 

■ the province. '
;‘W ehave orders for 400 men to 

work on the C. N. K. construction at 
Camrose,’ said Logan’s Employment 
agency. "On the G. T. P. grade out 
from Tofieid to Camrose, Contractor 
Webster wants us to supply him with 
150 men. We sent forty yesterday 
at $35 per month, board and free 
transportation, but cannot get all we 
want. Men are also required by Mal­
colm McCrimmon, who is working a 
gang of men o-n the C. N. R. branch 
line north from Morinville. Other 
requirements fir men come from the 
G. T. P. grade west of Macleod river, 
where Foley, Welch and Stewart want 
several hundred. Yesterday a party 
of twenty Danes just out from Den­
mark left for station work on this 
job. There is also.a shortage of help 
on tiie C. N. R. extra gangs, which 
take over the steel laying after the 
grading work has been completed. 

Farm Laborers Scarce.
As to farm help, the agency stated 

that the wages offered by farmers are 
not high.enough to draw the men into 
harvest work. Thirty-five dollars a 
month and bojird for hard work on 
the farm is not enough and conse­
quently men go into railroad work 
instead. Ten farmers inquire4 for men 
at the agency at 641 First street, yes­
terday, and only six secured the ljelp 
they wanted. They took from one to 
four men with them.,,

“The farmer who is willing to pay 
a good wage can get the men ail 
right,” said one man. “One farmer in 
this district pays 20 cents per hour 
arid board, which amounts to $62.40 
per month in cash. This farmer can 
get all the men he wants and good 
work out of tnem, too.”

A requisition has come into tile em­
ployment offices for twenty-five ex­
perienced river drivers to work for the 
Reel Deer Lumber Co. at Red Deer. 
Bushmen are also wanted at various 
points to cut timber during the fall 
months.

All the labor required now at -the 
offices seems to be of the bone and 
muscle variety. The men are requir­
ed to do heavy work whether they 
work for the railroad contractors or 
in the harvest fields. Female labor 
is also of a more or less drudgery 
order and of this-there is the same 
difficulty in filling the demand.

OPPOSES ACTION 
OF UNIVERSITY

Hon. W. T. Finlay Wants an Agri-. 
cultural College Free From 

Frills of City Life.

TUESDAY’S GRAIN MARKETS.
Winnipeg, Man., August 24.—There 

was little done locally this morning, 
except covering, by a few shorts, ex­
porters finding some difficulty in 
selling. This was largely attributable 
,to the weaker cables, which were 
hardly in conformity with the rather 
pessimistic report of European pros­
pects in Broomhall. The fine wea­
ther and., expectation of speedy ar­
rivals of new' wheat also tend to un­
settle the markets All the Chicago 
options opened %/ off the previous 
close, September fluctuating with % 
range, December and May having lc 
(range, all closing up to the opening 
figures. At Minneapolis the market 
was more unsettled and fluctuations 
were move marked, September and 
May having a range of I’», May be­
ing slower with % range. The un­
settled weather in the Dakotas, where 
threshing is hugely suspended for 
two or three days and heavy arrivals 
of new wheat are disturbing factors. 
While new wheat is arriving freely in 
Minneapolis and will necessarily 
continue to arrive, a marked factor 
is the amount .of grain being stored 
in Dakota granaries, instead of the 
elevators, this bring taken as an in­
dication that the farmers will hold 
a considerable portion of the crop for 
higher prices, which some experts 
say will follow the depletion of the 
old surplus. Tiie Canadian weather 
map continue.s satisfactory and the 
indications point to a large crop of 
excellent fuality and well saved. The 
demand for oats continues fair and is 
being met freely, without disorganiz­
ing prices.

That Hon. W. T. Finlay, Minister of 
Agriculture, does not thin kaling the 
Fame lines as some members of the uni­
versity seriate in regard to the establish­
ment of a provincial agricultural col­
lege, is shown by ail interview which 
Mr. Finlay gave to a Bulletin represen­
tative this morning, in his return from 
the South.

"I have been asked so frequently by 
farmers and others throughout the pro­
vince" as to my views on the question 
of an agricultural college,” said Mr. 
Finlay, "that I have no objection to 
telling von what I think of the action 
of the senate. I am opposed to the 
college being placed in the same town 
with the provincial university. There 
is doubt in my mind thht the senate 
has acted prematurely in the matter 
and that the agricultural college should 
be located where it would be of mpre 
benefit to farmer’s sons and consequent­
ly be mdre largely patronized and be of 
more value to the province.

Consider Farmers’ Soils.
Asked what he believed would be 

(he best interests of the farmer in thé 
location of the agricultural college 
Hon. Mr. Finlay said:

‘Personally, my views are that the 
action of the senate of the university 
was premature .and was taken without 
due eonisderation. This is a subject 
that should be very carefully thought 
but before decided action was taken

The people most affected are thé 
farmers’ sons of this province ant 
what would be most conducive to 
their interests and the education of 
a class of future farmers in this great 
western land should be paramount 
in the minds of everyone who has to 
do with tne question."

He believed that the location of 
college should be where the greatest 
benefit would result to the greatest 
possible nuniber*,and where tile inter­
ests of the agricultural community 
would be best maintained.

To him it appeared that best results

With Shot Gun He Wounds 29 Peo­
ple—Is Himself Shot and Lynch- 
ed. _.

Monroe, La., Aug. 24.—Twenty-nine 
citizens were wounded three of them 
seriously, today when a negro desper­
ado, W. S. Wade, apparently actuated 
by revenge, waged a desperate battle 
with white citizens and officers on 
one of the most prominent business 
corners of Monroe. Afterward the 
negro, mortally wounded, was hanged 
to a drug -store- awning and later was 
cut down and burned. There is tense 
feeling tonight and a race war 
feared.

In the fight today approximately 
100 shots were fired- That Wade’s 
deed was an act of revenge, that it 
was a cooly calculated scheme to 
shoot up the town and kill as many 
whites as possible, is largely proven 
by his desire to retaliate for the re­
cent killing of two negroes by a po­
liceman. This belief is strengthened 
by. the fact that Wade is from Pine 
Bluffs, Ark., the town the other two 
negroes came from.

J. J. Jordan, cashier of the Bank 
Monroe, was the first man shot. He 
was standing just outside the building 
talking to George McCormack, a de­
positor. The negro took refuge in a 
stairway pust south of the bank en­
trance. from which position, armed 
with a shot gun, he conducted his 
battle until killed. He began firing 
indiscriminately at all pedestrains. 
That his aim was good is evidenced 
by the. fact that although he only 
fired about 12 shots, 29 persons were 
wounded. Armed men caiiie hurry­
ing from every direction and soon 
Wade was attacked from three aides. 
Guns were popping like fire crackers. 
The negro was using bird shot which 
is lortunate, lor had it not been for 
this fact, several would have been 
killed outright, as many were shot in 
vital parts.

THE PERFECT CHORUS GIRL.

And Parents Refusal to Sanction'Suit 
Causes Young Lord to Suicide.

Plymouth, England, August 25.—In­
sanity, believed to have been the re­
sult of brooding over the refusal of his 
parents to allow him to marry Miss 
Estelle Christie, known in New York 
as “The Perfect Chorus Girl,” caused 
Lord Elliot, thé eldest son of Lord 
St., Germains, to commit suicide in 
his father’s residence. Lord Elliot 
was formerly» in military service in 
Egypt and was as officer in the fam­
ous Coldstream Guards. It was on 
a visit to New York two years ago 
that1 he met Miss Christie.

Detroit, Mich., Aug. 25.—In a col­
lision in the Detroit -river off Sand­
wich Point, -shortly before nine o’clock 
last night, the steel steamer Colling­
wood, commanded by Capt. H. J. Bas­
sett, of Collingwood, and carrying a 
crew of twent-three was rammed and 
sunk by the steamer George L. Craig. 
Five minütes later the Collingwood 
went down in forty feet of water after 
Capt. Bassett had made a heroic ef­
fort to run her ashore on the Ameri­
can side of the channel. The crew, 
rill of whom are residents of Colling­
wood, Ont., reached shore in safety.

The’ Craig was not seriously injured 
and after a short delay proceeded on 
her trip to Toledo. Thé Collingwood 
carrying a cargo of 7,000 tons of coal 
from Loran destined for Fort Wiliiarii 
now lies in forty feet of water with 
only her forward and after cabins 
showing.

It is impossible to say at present 
to what extent the Collingwood was 
dariiaged, but Capt. Bassett expects 
to have a thorough examination of the 
hull made by a diver tomorrow.

Pittsburg, Aug. 24—The department 
of justice of the United States has 
taken official cognizance of the strike 
conditions at McKees Rocks and to­
morrow will begin ’an investigation of 
the interior-of the Pressed Steel Gar 
plant. This is the result of a com­
plaint being made against Frank N. 
Hoffstot and others of the cpmpany, 
charging them with peonage. ’ Un-, 
ited States District Attorney John J. 
Jordan, late this afternoon, received 
orders by wire from Washington to 
proceed at once in the matter. Jordan 
will tomorrow enter the plant.

This move was made on the heels 
of a complaint today to the Hungarian 
counsel at Washington by the repre­
sentative at Pittsburg, Edward Pro- 
cliink, who feared that the assistant 
district attorney did not intend to 
permit the charges against Hoffstot 
to reach Washington. Prochink stat­
ed that to his knowledge these men 
were being'held by force; that they 
were not being properly fed and that 
they were in danger of their lives.

Three Ëfforts to Wreck Tram.
The county and railroad authorities 

are responsible for thé story that 
three efforts were made to wreck the 
special train coming - irom Scranton 
with another company of mounted 
constabulary this morning. . The 
.tracks were fyund cut at different 
points and the special train was 
brought into McKee’s Rocks by a 
roundabout, way. Leaders ot the strik­
ers declare that their men had noth­
ing to do with this and that it is the 
work of some one trying to injure 
them.

nounced that at 9.30 o’clock tomorrow 
morning he would be at the Indian 
Mound to address the strikers. “I 
have been threatened,” said Mr. Dribs, 
“that I will receive bodily harm if I 
attempt to speak, but I will be there 
to make an address if I am alive. 
No Pennsylvania trooper will prevent 
me from addressing those men. I 
have as much right to free speech as 
has Theodore Roosevelt, and I intend 
to exercise it.”

QUALITY THE PARAMOUNT 
i FACTOR IN BUTTER TRADE

C. Marker, Dairy Commissioner, Has Something Important to Say to the 
Producer, and to the Trade Regarding the Dairy*Butter Market.— 
Testifies to the Need of a Cold Storage Plant at^Edmonton.

C. Marker, dairy commissioner, who 
is up from Calgary on business .n 
connection with the department -i 
agricultrice, gave a Bulletin repre­
sentative some very interesting facts, 
last evening, regarding the dairy but­
ter trade of Alberta and how that 
trade' might be greatly improved.

“A large proportion of the butter 
production of the Western Provinces 
is. still made in farm dairies,” said 
Mr. Marker.

“Though a great deal of this home 
made butter will go into local con- 
sufnption yet much of it will be ship­
ped to outside markets requiring a 
cheaper grade of butter than That 
turned out by the creameries. The 
word ‘cheaper’ is used here advised­
ly. Considering the vicissitudes much 
of the home made, product has to 
pass through not only in the process 
of manufacture and subsequent hand­
ling but also in the process of dis­
tribution, it is little wonder that it 
goes into 'the “cheSp” class when it 
reaches the consumer.”

Market Prices.
“In looking over market quotations 

in local papers published throughout 
the West, I find that Dairy” butter 

'is generally quoted at prices ranging 
from "6c to 10c per porind less than 
the butter made in the creameries, 
and while the latter is always in good 
demand the former must ofter go 
begging for a buyer. À number • f 
reasons niay be given for this, but 
the principal one is undoubtedly mat 
of quality. Thé fact remains that a 
relatively heavy loss is sustained 
every year through the making and 
marketing df hoirie dairy butter."

“How can this loss be reduced?” 
Mr. Marker was asked. /'

“There is a keen -rivalry among 
them for the farmers’ cream and milk 
supplies and they vie with one an­
other to offer, individually, the great­
est possible inducements in the way 
of prospective returns.

“The farmers who are less favor­
ably situated Will as heretofore have 
to depend on the local merchant >T 
in exceptiohal cases on private cus­
tomers for a market, until the avail­
able and. prospective cream supply in 
the district be sufficient to warrant 
the establishment and operation of a 
successful creamery brisiness.

Co-Operation ol Âgéritlès.
“Why then do We make and sell so 

much ‘cheap’ butter?
“Of all the agencies concerned in 

the manufacture and distribution ef 
Our dairy products we shall have to 
look to ‘The Trade’ to bring about the 
Umpvovementis which are so sadly 
needed. The time is surely coming 
When market conditions will be so 
well adjusted that there will be no 
demand for food products ol an in­
ferior quality; whether that inferiority 
is due to lack of technical knowledge 
and skill on the part of the producer, 
or the lack,of ordinary care and busi­
ness judgment on the part of the dis­
tributor, does not matter so far as
