Business Education ! Siting
. _ _E importance of a thorough Business Bdu- 
JL cation is pressing itself-upon the attention 

of commercial circle# more and more every day, 
and its advantages are perhaps more emphatically 
shown by nothing more than by the vantage 
ground on which it places the fully trained clerk 
above the imperfectly trained one, when looking 
for a situation. *"

The British American Commercial College 
lias in full operation such a course of instruction as 
to give it practical fitness to do the work proposed.

An important characteristic of this Institution 
is its maturely organised actual business system, 
whereby the College is made a type or model not 
only of an extensive business house, but even of a 
large trading community. Another distinctive 
feature of tins College is that it attempts no ex­
traneous teaching. Its work is one, and to the 
accomplishment of that work every effort is direct­
ed. J ust as the University and Grammar Schools 
must be separate institutions, so the Commercial 
College and the Elementary School must be dis­
tinct.

The common prac­
tice, therefore, of holding ouf this crowding ays 
tern as an inducement to students is most decept­
ive and highly reprehensible.

Court House, Wednesday 4th.

The Council met at 8 o'clock p. m., the 
Warden in the chair.

The Warden read a report from the 
Committee appointed to enquire concern­
ing the founding of a House of Industry. 
They had corresponded with the Mayor 
of Torontp, and the Warden of York, a 
communication from whom they read 
—but they recommended that the matter 
be left over till the January session of the 
Council.

On motion of Mr Melvin, seconded by 
Mr Leslie, the report waa adopted.

The Warden read a petition frpm Fred 
Mayberry, regarding a lot of land which 
had been erroneously sold for arrears of 
taxes, and praying for the refunding 
of $12.05, the amount of his expenses in 
getting the .matter set right. Referred 
to Finance Committee,

The Warden read the report of the Su­
perintendent of Roads in thp South Dis­
trict. The total expenditure on all the 
roads was $5,035.56, which, with some 
claims not yet sent in, would make the 
expenditure larger than tlie revenue re­
ceived from tolls, by about $280. The 
amount that will accrue from the tollsal- 
ready let this year will be $4,462. de­
ferred to Committee on County Road Pro­
perty.

The Warden read an account from Mr 
T. W. Cooper for services on Ospringe 
Road, amounting to $105.45,—$50 ot 
which had been received, leaving a bal­
ance of $55.45. Referred to the same 
Committee.

The Warden read an account from the 
Superintendent of Roads for the North 
District—the total amount was $115.50. 
Also referred to the same Committee.

The Wardan read letters from both Su­
perintendents, asking a consideration of 
their salary, as the extra duties lately im­
posed on them reduced their emoluments 
very considerably. Both referred to the 
Committee on County Road Property.

The Warden read a communication 
from the County Solicitors in reference to 
some questions that had been asked them 
regarding the establishing of the bound­
ary line between Niehol and Eramosa.— 
They were of opinion that Eramosa could 
not be made to pay the expenses of the 
survey, and it was doubtful if Niehol 
could either.

On motion of Mr Duffield, seconded by 
Mr Rea, the communication was received 
and adopted.

The Warden read a petition from the 
Corporation of the Village of Elora, set­
ting forth that the Irvine Bridge, over 
the Irvine River, had been found unsafe 
last spring, and that it was necessary to 
build a pier 75 feet high, and put the 
bridge otherwise in a thorough state of 
repair. The cost of doing all this amount­
ed to $1,800, and besides $400 had been 
expended on the Victoria Bridge and the 
approaches to it. The Irvine Bridge be­
ing of benefit not only to the village, but 
to the county generally, the corporation 
prayed the Council to grant them $400, 
or such other sum as they should think 
proper.

Moved by Mr Clarke, seconded by Mr 
Peterson, that rule 51 be suspended, and 
the memorial of the Corporation of the 
Village of Elora be received and read, 
and its prayer granted ; and that the sum 
of $400 be placed to the credit of the mu­
nicipality by the County Treasurer.

Moved in amendment by Mr Murton, 
seconded by Mr Campbell, that the prayer 
of the petition be not granted.

The motion carried—y|as, 10 ; nays 12.
The Council adjournea till 10 o'clock 

to-morrow morning.

Milloy and others, who constitute the 
Building Committee of the Erin Drill 
Shod, showing that to perform work not 
included in the contract, such us filling 
up and levelling the floor, putting up 
ea^c-troughs, and a bank round the 
building,an outlay of $100 was necessary, 
and praying that the grant might be in­
creased to $400. Referred to Finance 
Committee.

The Council adjourned till 10 o'clock 
to-morrow, to allow time foi the various 
committees to report.

Guelph Township Council.
This Council met on Monday, 2nd inst., 

pursuant to adjournment—Geo. Murton, 
Esq., Reeve, in the chair- Present— 
Messrs Anderson, Campbell, and Darby. 
The minutes of last meeting were read 
and approved. The Reeve presented a 
report from Henlock Young, Pathmaster, 
which shows that Richaro Pollster is a 
defaulter for two days’ statute labor ; the 
Clerk was instructed to notify Richd Pal- 
ister that he will be under the necessity 
of paying, or otherwise fulfil his labour 
under the instructions of the Pathmaster. 
Also, that the Pathmaster has failed in 
his duty in accordance with his declara­
tion of office, in not bringing Rich’d Pol­
lster, jr., before a Justice of the Peace for 
refusing to perform his statute labor in 
conformity with the by-laws of this town­
ship. Mr Porter was present, requesting 
the Council to refund an amount of taxes 
for some years back, his assessment hav­
ing been reduced this year by the Asses­
sor, he thought he was entitled to allow­
ance for former years. No allowance was 
made, as it was considered that the Court 
of Revision was the 
in such case. Mr < 
that numerous complaints 
made to him of the dangerous state of the 
approaches to the bridge over the Rail­
way crossing on the township line be­
tween Guelph and Eramosa.

December Fair.
The regular monthly fair was held on 

Wednesday. The day was by no means 
propitious, being one of the coldest we 
have experienced this season, neverthe­
less the attendance of people was large, 
but the number of cattle brought in was 
not so great as at the last fair. This will 
be readily accounted for if we remember 
that the fat cattle show is announced to 
take place on the 12th inst., and that 
many of the best animals are kept in re­
serve for that occasion. The beef was an 
improvement on what we have seen at 
the last few fairs, yet there was much 
that was inferior. Prices had a wider 
range than ordinary, running from three 
cents live weight up to five. There weie 
not many sold at either price, the sales 
being effected at rates lying between 
these extremes. In working oxen there 
was a marked decline so far as numbers 
were concerned. There were but few 
yokes, and these were not in general 
first class. Some good steers were offer­
ed, but prices in many cases did not suit 
the owners who turned their animals’ 
heads homewards. Milch cows were of 
course not abundant ; bat we saw one 
cow of small else, with calf at foot, sold 
for $27. Christmas time requires good 
beef, nud os a consequence indifferent 
articles had to go a begging for sales. 
It is but rarely that many good horses 
find their way to the Guelph fair ground, 
still there were a few very fine oolte, and 
two or three apparently young and sound 

>rses locking for a change of ownership. 
The following are a few of the sales 

made, John Cuver, Eramosa, s»ld four 
fat steers to a Montreal buyer, at $160 ;

at $45 each ; Mr. Head, of Galt, purchased 
a car load; Mr. Cockrane bought;21 
cattle at prices ranging from $40 up to

lore, which passed its several readîàgs. 
Mr Campbell, with leave given, introduc­
ed a By-law, which passed its several 
readings, for appointing a place for hold­
ing the election of Reeve, Deputy Reeve, 
and Councillors, in the event of a poll be­
ing demanded.

of the expenditure on Roads and Bridges in 
the Township for the past year. I must 
congratulate you upon not having any 
Bridges of consequence to build, but would 
recommend tlie one at Shortreed’s to be ex­
amined, to ascertain if it is safe for traffic 
during the coming Winter; I feel confident 
that it will be necessary for the Council to 
erect a new one in the Spring, as in all proba­
bility the floods will carry it away, or 
render it quite unsafe to travel over. It is 
now in a very precarious state and needs 
looking to.

The Surveyor has been called on to ex­
amine into and report upon a complaint made 
by Wm. R. Gray, stating that the Council 
had, in cutting a ditch on the road in front 
of his farm turned the water on his land, to 
such an extent as to injure him. In the 
absence of the report I forbear making any 
remarks on the subject ; it will be for the 
Council to deal with the case after receiving 
the Surveyor's report. A complaint having 
been made by Mr. John Cogblan, that a por­
tion of the Road and Victoria Bridge were 
on his land, the Council ordered the Surveyor 
to survey the same and put down stone 
memorials at, tlie boundary., A report has 
been presented by him to this Council, by 
which it would appear that the said road and 
bridge encroached on said Coghlan’s land to 
the extent of about a 16th part of an acre. 1 
would recommend the Council to take steps 
in the spring in conjunction with the Council 
of Guelph Town to niter the said road and 
bridge so as to obviate any further dispute. 
It will cost less than purchasing the land.

During the past year a gravel pit has been 
purchased from Mr. Charles Watson for the 
sum of $25.00, tlie Council having ten years 
to remove the material. This purchase will 
be a great benefit to that part of the Town­
ship, and a saving to the Council, as large 
amounts are paid every year for gravel got 
from different farms, the Council in many 
cases not getting on equivalent for the 
amount expended.

The sum of $46 has been expended on 
tlie boundary roads between Town and

culvert — ---- -
near Mr. Andrew Ritchie’s.

Tlie account paid for lumber for culverts 
and bridges amounted to $26.50, and for 
gravel, including the pit bought rom Mr. 
Watson, $59.46, a very large sum, and shows 
the necessity of purchasing pits in different 
parts of tlie Township whenever the oppor­
tunity offers.

The total expenditure on roads and bridges, 
during the past year amounts to $864.60.

London, Dec. 4—Further particulars erf 

the disastrous cyclone which recently oc­
curred in India have been received here. 
At Calcutta the loss of life and property 
was fearful. It is estimated that in that 
city and neighborhood alone one thousand 
persons perished. Thirty thousand huts 
and habitations were utterly destroyed.

London, Dec. 4—A second instalment 
of the correspondence between the British 
and American governments, in regard to 
the Alabama claims, hasbqen laid before 
the House of Commons by the foreign 
office. Lord Stanley, in a despatch to Mri 
Ford, the present Charge D’Affaire at 
Washington, says that England will nev­
er consent to submit to the arbitration erf 
a foreign power claims involving her 
right to recognize belligerents. This right 
he insists is purely a question of English 
law. He repeats his offer to submit to 
arbitration the Alabama claims, and to 
refer all other demands for indemnity to 
the decision of a mixed commission.

Paris, Dec. 4th—The Etendard asserts 
that all the European powers have now 
agreed to the general conference proposed 
by France, except Holland and Belgium.

Florence, Dec. 4—The Italian war of­
fice has ordered 300,000 Chasse pot Rifles. 
Many arrests for political reasons have 
recently been made by order of the gov­
ernment in different parts of the kingdom.

Vienna, Dec. 4—Count CrlveLli, the en­
voy of Austria to Rome, has notified the 
Pope that the legislation of the Reichs- 
ratn must proceed in its courut, even In 
antagonism to the concordat, should the 
Holy Father refuse to release the Emper­
or Francis Joseph from the obligations of 
a treaty made before he became a consti­
tutional monarch. Baron Von Beust. in 
a recent despatch, urges the meeting of 
the European Conference without a pro­
gramme, so that each power may be free 
to act.

Ivondon, Dec. 4—A telegram from Bom­
bay gives a rumor that the King of Abyg- 
sia!% had ordered thi English prisoners 
in his custody to be executed. Rumour 
needs confirmation.

Paris, Dec. 4th. evening—In the Corps 
Legislatif to-day the Marquis De Moustier 
said that the meeting of the general con­
ference, which France had invited, was 
uncertain. Should It not take place, the 
government of France would be compel­
led to exact of Italy a literal observance 
of the obligations of the September Con­
vention.

London, Dec. 4—The strike of tlie cab­
men has come to an end. The govern­
ment has yielded and the operation of 
the obnoxious law has been suspended. 
Edward Thornton, late Minister to Brazil, 
and recently appointed Ambassador to the 
United States, arrived here to-night from 
RiMyiiero. The steamer by which he 
arrived brings a report that a formidable 
revolt had broken ont in Paysandia. The 
telegraphic communication which was 
interrupted by the cyclone, has been re-

What the victorious ecclesiastics and le­
gitimist party aim at just now is nothing 
more nor loss than a dismemberment of 
Italy, as a scheme openly advocated by 
their journals both in France and Rome, 
Upper Italy, from the Alps to the Adri­
atic, would be assigned to Prince Hubert 
after the abdication of Victor Emmanuel. 
Central Italy would revert to the Pope, 
and Naples, with Sicily, resume their al­
legiance to Francis II. It remains to be 
seen whether the Menebrea ministry will 
be able to defend Italy from this impend­
ing stroke.
