The-price of box seats
accordingly sosred to $76 and even the
mere reserved seats, made of hardweood
slats, and worth at the factory maybe
$3, were quoted for three sittings of
two or three each, $35.

The pauelty of scalpers’ tickets was
attribute® to the energy which Owner
Comiskey displayed to circumvent tHe
practise. He held back distribution until
this morning; he numbered the tickets
and indexed the names of purchasers; he
obtained the' ald of the states attorney
and the chief of pelice, and promised full
publicity in the advertising columns of
the newspapers wherever he found that a
purchaser had transferred his ticket to a
broker.
