AN EARTHQUAKE

Hvery Brick Building in San Jacinto
Cal,, Destroyed—Several Indfars
Killed.

San Jacinto, Cal., Dec. 27.—This little
city is a scene of desolation. Peopie
are beginning to recover from the ter-
ror inspired by the earthquake, which
centered here on (Christmas morning,
and destroyed every brick building in
the town, and some deflnite estimates
of the damage wrought ccan maw be
made.

At the Saboba Indian reservation
here a dance had been held the night
‘before, and large quantities of whisky,
consumed by the Indians, sent most
of them into a drunken stupor before
the shock came. A number of squaws
had huddled together in an old build-
ing, and ‘were sleeping off the eflecls
of the liquor. The heavy walls fell in
upon them, eix being killed vutrigit
and two dying Ilater, while a score
more were badly injured.

Main street presents a sad appear-
ance. It is ilmwpossible to walk along
the sidewalks because of the heaps of
debris and overhanging walls. Brick
'walls were razed to the level of the
ground, with thousands of dollars’
‘worth of merchandise buried under-
rieath. [Mhere is not a business house
in town but has suffered. Electric
‘wires are down and some of the power
houses have fallen in. The walls of
t‘hedco:mty hospital were badly dam-
aged.

Sunday Work
In Massachusetts.

[The Outlook, New York.]

In response to an, act of the legis-
lature a yeay ago, the Massachusetts
Bureau of Labor §tatistics has made
a careful inquiry into the amount of
Sunday labor novs performmed in the
commonwealth. It finds that of 1,075,-
000 persons engaiged in gainful occu-

. pations, probably 150,000 are expected

to labor on Sunday. Of these about
servive, in which the consciences of
mistresses oftem secures servants a
free half-hoiiday, on Sunday, accom-
panied by a free half-day during the
week. The immense amount of Sun-
day work performed by women for
their own households is, of course, un-
recorded. The manufactories of the
state, which employ one-half of tha
working population, perform practical-
ly no Sunday work whatever. Mercan-
tile business makes almost as good a
showing. It is only /in news and trans-
portation service thnt the proportion of
men employed on Sunday fs large or
increasing. The newspaper offices can-
vassed report that of the 1,429 persons
employed .by them, 811 work on Sun-
days—though genzrally for shorter
hours. The telepihone and telegraph
companies report  that their working
force is 443 on Sundays, as against 2,-
185 on week days. The express com-
panifes employ 305 persons on Sunday,
as against 1778 @uring the week. The
ralircad ehd stredt railrosd cemwpanies.

This is
i certainly a wrong. The legislature
that permits Sunday work should stip-
{ ulate that employes shall have one
i free day in every seven. It isg unfor-
tunate that the present report inti-
i mates that employes prefer e week day
for rest. If this be true, 'it 1s impos-
! sible to accougt for the trades union
agitation against Sunday work.”
