A ROCK STRIKES
TRAIN I TOMEL

Tourist Crowd Make a Rush
for Barred Doors of
l‘he Cafs'.. PR

New York, Sept, 18.—Hit by a huge
rock which had become dislodged and
crashed down from the top of a tunnel,
a crowded .Greenwood . Lake, express
train was brought to a sudden stop
in the heart of Bergen Hill, Jersey City,
and for several minutes the guards
struggled to prevent the panic-stricken
passengers from leaping out of the
windows upon theé rails.

A hurried investigation revealed the
fact that the boulder had inflicted no
demage more serious than the break-
ing of a pane of glass in one of the
rear coaches, but the fear that a gen-
eral collapse of the tunnel might follow
kept the passengers in an uneasy state
of mind until the train had pulled in-
to the clearing.

The express train which figured in
the accident was No. 506, and was go-
ing at a high rate of speed when struck
by the rock. The crash of the boulder
as it hit the coach resounded through
the train and the passengers leaped to
their feet' in terror only to be almost
thrown into the aisles by the sudden
setting of the brakes. ;

The majority of those in the coaches
were residents of Jersey City, return-
ing to their.homes after having spent
the summer at Greenwood Lake.

London, Sept. 18.—Reminiscent of the
story of Murray Hall, who, after being
20 years a ward lecturer, turned out
to be a woman, is that of “Paul Dow-
ring,” who has been ordered at the
Mansion House to be sent to an insane
asylum at Dartford.

Dowring turned out to be a Georgia
negress who for two years had been
masquerading in England as a man.
When she was arrested on Blackfriars
bridge the police had no suspicious of
her sex.

It wasn't until she had been removed
to Bow Infirmary that it was discov-
ered she was a woman. At the time
she was taken into custody the negress
claimed to be looking for a wife in
omnibuses that were passing.

Following racial instinct, the woman,
as a tramp, went to a chicken farm in
Kent about four months ago and ap-
plied for work. This the supposed man
readily obtained, but soon grew too
familiar with her employers and began
to force her attention on the woman of
the house and visitors. The newcomer
was never suspected of being a wo-
man.

She said her wife had been lost in
America and asserted she had fled to
England by way of France through
fear of lynching. She wore “a hat
patched inside with tar paper to keep
the devil away, and told tales of a
number of converts she had made at
camp meetings.

She delivered religious exhortations
on every peossible occasion. She also
insisted on wearing gloves while work-
ing and, pfeading cold, wore never
less’ than three pairs of trousers. Her
mind became unhinged and she came
to London. She is about 30 years old.
