He was the youngest son of the 
eleventh Baron Dormer, and was born 
at Grove Park, county of Warwick, 
England, on Nov. 29, 1844. His early 
studies were made at St. Mary's col­
lege, Oscott, but illness compelled 
him to leave this institution at the 
age of 12. his education continuing 
for the next five years under private 
tutors.

A Life of Holiness.

Notwithstanding his efforts to keep 
his religious practices secret, it soon■ 
became apparent to his fellow sol­
diers and the people of London that 
Ensign Dormer was leading a life | 
of extraordinary holiness. Almost 
every minute of his time, apart from 
that necessary for the discharge of 
his military duties, was spent in 
either ministering physically and 
spiritually to sick or afflicted per­
sons of his acquaintance or in prayer 
before the blessed sacrament in St. 
Peter’s church. He was in the habit 
of spending three hours each morning 
in prayer in his own room, of joining 
in special noon devotions during the 
month of May and of visiting the 
church each day again at 3, after 
which he paid his visits to the hos­
pital or to the poor, and at 6:30 par­
ticipated in the service conducted for 
the confraternity of Mount Carmel, a 
society composed of the Catholic sol­
diers of the local garrison.

Once a week, as well as on all 
feasts of the Dominican order, he 
went to holy communion.

It is said of him that in the autumn 
of 1866. Shortly before his death, he 
,crossed the Thames river in what Is 

now North London in his bare feet in 
order to more quickly reach the home 
of one of the poor persons whom he 
was in the habit of befriending and 
who on taking seriously sick, sent 
for him. The river water was very 
sold at the time, and it is thought 
that the exposure he underwent in 
this act of charity was the main cause 
of his contracting the malady which 
brought on his death.

The late Mr. Vaines was born in 
this city in 1876, and had been a life- 
long resident of London. For the 
past 30 years he had been continu­
ously employed on the Canadian Pa­
cific railway, first as a brakeman and 
then as conductor. He had been a 
valued and highly esteemed member 
of the brotherhood of railway train­
men for over 27 years.

Although in ill-health for over a 
month, Mr. Vaines had not been con­
fined to his bed, and only yesterday 
he was about town.

Besides his widow and One child, 
he leaves his mother, and they, to- 
gether with his many intimate 
friends are saddened by his sudden 
death, which Coroner Robert Fergu­
son pronounced due to angina pec­
toris.

The funeral will be held from his 
late residence on Friday at 2 o’clock. 
Rev. T. J. Charlton of St. Matthews 
church, will conduct the funeral ser­
vices, and interment will be made at 
Woodland cemetery.

ONLY ONE-QUARTER OF 
POTATO CROP IN GROUND

There is only 25 per cent of the 
Middlesex county potato crop still 
in the ground. R. A. Finn of the 
department of agriculture states 
after making a survey of the various 
townships. This is news to a num­
ber of citizens who had been led to 
believe that more than 50 per cent 
of the potatoes still had to be dug.

Until the missing are accounted for. 
or bodies are found, there can be 
no definite check-up of the fatalities.

Dublin, Nov. 4.—The River Shannon 

electric system was the subject of de­
bate in the Dail Eireann last night.
This is a plan to supply a large area 
with light and power, and a contract 
has been signed with the Irish Free 
State government by the Siemens- 
Shuckert Electric Company of Berlin. 
The expenditure planned Is more than 
£5,000,000.

Tom Johnson, president of the Labor- 
ites, attacked the government acquies­
cence in the proposed wage scale of the 
German contractors. They offer only 32 
shillings a week for laborers on the 
work. Johnson termed this a degrada­
tion to Irish labor, and moved a reso­
lution that the Dail refuse assent to the 
scheme unless a wage was guaranteed 
insuring a decent standard of living.

President Cosgrave argued that the 
wage offered was greater than agricul­
tural wages in the Shannon district. 
He moved an amendment expressing the 
Dail's satisfaction in the wage arrange- 
ment. This was carried, 39 to 18.

Many Relics.
There are in existence at present 

many papers which give remarkable 
insight into the life of this saintly 
young soldier. Many of these are let­
ters which he sent to relatives in 
England, while others are manu­
script notes found among his personal 
effects after his demise. A large pro­
portion of these documents is now the 
property of the diocese of London and 
thev are being kept until such time 
as the Vatican calls for them to con­
sider the beatification of Henry Dor- 
His fellow officers testified, after 
his death, that he was accustomed to 
make long watches before the blessed 
sacrament, in which he spent a great 
portion of the night. It is recalled in 
the biographical memoirs of his . 
written by Lady Georgina Fullerton, 
that the morning sun often found him 
still before the altar, pouring out his 
heart in love to God and forgetful the repose which his body needed.

As his stay in this city continued, 
it became apparent in letters to 
friends that he was growing to rea­
lize that the army was not his voca­
tion and that he was meant for the 
priesthood. He finally became con­
vinced of this in September preceding 
his death, and in a communication 
to his father informed him that he 
intended joining the Dominican order 
in Rome. However, before he could 
secure his discharge from the army 
he had contracted typhoid fever, and 
to this disease he succumbed on Oct.
