THE DOMINION ALLIANCE,

Temperance Talkers Im Convention
at Toronto,

Toronto,Sept. 14.—A special convention
of the Dominion Alliance o here this
afternoon. After routine business the re~
port of the Committee on Law Eaforce-
ment was submitted and adopt-d. The
report insisted upon the Provinciai Gov-
