What Proetection is Boing for the
United States.

Thé press of the United States of
America is at last awaking to the fatal
effects of the mad protection for some
time indulged in, and is Warniog the na-
tien of tbeinevitable consequences of a
continued persistence in that policy,
The Financial Chronicle of New York,
no meun aathority on such subjects, has
been eompiling and publishing data
which clearly demonstrate how terribly
the nation is sufferiog from this pseudo-
protection, 1t is clearly shown that the
carrying trade ot the Siates is being
rapidly driven into Canadian channels,
and that the latter country is really
reapiog & r ch barvest from the stapid
blandering of the former. ¢ We may
find,’ says the Chronicle, ‘that under a

systema to which the name of protection
is a tfrand; which oo protectionist ever

advocates ; which was created upon the
plea of a temporary provision for a war
which ceased six years ago, and of heavy
domestic taxes vow abandoned; which
lays daties solely for the purpose of in-
creasing the cost of things; which pre-
tends to provect the laborer by ratsing

cost of everything he proda~es, we
shall have so weakened our industries
that Canada, which we have looked
down upon as lacking in enterprise
and dragging along Immeasurably be-
hind our splendid progress, will be sti-
malated to woanderful growth by the
iudustries and trade we have driven from
us, and wil! shame as by ber unprotect-
ed energies.” This from the commercial
mouthpiece of the metropolis! Statis-
tics are produced to show that not only
has Canada taken the lion’s share of
the carrying trade properly belonging to
the United States, oo land and water,
by rail and canal, but that it is rapidly
grasping the manufactoring trade and
monopolizing those foreign markets
which the Republic has so efficieutly
barred against herself, The once great
ship- building interests of the States has
been crushed, and thus has American
labor ben deprived of not lese than
thirty millions a year in wages alone,
besides robbing the couatry of an

amount to pay freight to foreign ships
whieh has been estimated by the highest
authority at thirty millions more. The
Chronicle thus concludes sa article which,
for frank outspokenness, is & oredit to
the New York press :—

¢« While our politicisns are devising moo-
strous schemes of bounties to revive oar
shipping, acd while journalists and politi-
cians, who bave boletered up the system
which has prostrated the sbipbuildiog and.
the shipping interests, are propoeiog schemes
to lay their itchiog fiogers on the public
fands tq pay them for the patriotic work of
‘flying the flags of the Union ? on ooe forlorn
lige of old hulks, and while the United Statee
has not a single steamsbip ruoniog to Ea-
rope, Moutreal boasts that a shipping firm io
that city owos ihe largest fleet of sieamships
beld by any one compaagy 10 the world, oot
exceplicg the Cupards. It has a reg_uhr
weekly mail lioe of the first class to Liver~
peol ; a freight line to Glasgow and Livers
pool, and other lines to Liverpool and Loo-
don, and is making 8o e_xpenment in the
direct trade with the Mediterranean. And
this trade has pot been without a correspeod-
ing increase in the trade of the Cauadian
railroads. whieh, with the same advaotzges
of & wiger fiscal system, offer a direct route
{o the trade of the Nerthwestern States of
this Union. A tip on the Grand Trunk
Railway trom the Detroit river, where i: bas
its live of steamers to Western ports, to
Mentreal will open the eyes of an observing
traveller to the fact that the business of this
road ig risig to dimensivns which will jus-
tily its impesing pame.’

Many eandidates came,
but few passed the test, Ooe man was on
the point of being passed, bat the enginecr
was pot quite satisfied that the fellow bad
vot been ¢ making good stots’ et the colors,
So he held up bhis bat at 150 yards, and the
kapless signal man prooounced it to be ‘the
red flag” Thie is something worse thaa the
colorsblindness which is known to prevail
among our own countrymen to a very large

extent, and which has led to more than ooe
railway accident.

Prrservarion oF Mear. — Mr A Voge
preserves the solid flesh in the following
way : Equal volumes of salt and charcoal
are intimately mixed and well stirred up
with m- lted drippings and enough earbolic
acid added to be perceptible by its odor. A
layer of this mixture is placed upoa the bot«
tom of & well pitched and strong barrel, and
upon this is laid a Jayer of meat, which io
tarn is covered with the prepared mixtare
and well pressed down. Melted tellow or
lard is poured ob the top to serve as a cover.
Tne tallow and the fat mixed with the salt
keep out the air and moisture, and ihe car-

bolie ecid prevents fermeotation aod des-
troys lower forae of life ; the charcoal also
s0's 80 @ preservative. It eaid that meat
can be indefionely korl in this way,
aad that it loses nose of its good properties.

In many parts of the
coantry the people were terrorastruck,
imagining that the end of the world
was come ; whilst those whose ednca—
tion and vigor of mind prevented them
from yielding to such terrors were nevera
theless vividly rewinded of the grand
description in the Apocalypse. ¢The
stars of the Heaven fell unto the earth
even as a fig tree easteth her antimely
fig when 8he is shaken of g mighty
wind* Io recent yeavs we have had
meteoric displays but none of ggen mage
n-ficence as on the occasions spoken of
above. The most probable theory as to
the nature cf ehooting stars is that they
form part of the solar system revolving
round the sun in the same mannor as
planetoids,but both infintiely smaller in
size, and subjeot to great and irregular.
perturbations, The latter canse brings
them not unfrequently within the limits
of the earth’s atmosphere, on entering
whieh they become luminous from the
great heat produced by the violent and
gudden compression which their transit
occasions. Having thus approached the
earth with great velocity, they are again
48 rapidly withdrawn from it into (he
realms of space. It is very possible,
moreover, thai the flery showers may be
the result of a maititude of these metors
encounteriog each otler, ®reoliiies, or
actual meteoric substeaces, which 0C«
casionly fall to the surface of the earth
may be such of these bodies as have
been brought so far within the inflaence
of terrestrial gravity as 1o be rendered
subjeet to its effects.
