Mr. Boswell moved that Senator Brock be
appointed ' president of the Conservative
Association of Toronto, vice F. D. Barwick,
appointed postoffice inspector.

Gen. Butler Says they are Held Without
Due Process of Law.

CHICAGO, May 14.—Preparations have
been made to attempt to secure the release
of the convicted
Anarchists, Fielden, Schwab and Neebe, by
a method heretofore not hinted at in the
case. In ashort time an applicationwill be
made to Judge Gresham for a writ of habeas
corpus on the ground that the prisoners are
-detained without due process of law,

The ground of the application is that after
the sentence of death was passed u] the
condemned Anarchists and Nee was
doomed to spend 15 years in the penitentiary
the case was appealed to the Supreme Court,
where the finding of the lower court with the
sentence of death for Spies, Parsons, Lingg,
Fischer, Engel, Schwab and Fielden was
ag‘x:'med. e prisoners were not taken be-
fore the Supreme Court to hear this affirma-
tion of their sentences and their lawyers
were mot even notifled to present.
The claim was made that this is & breach
of their constitution rightta andm that
the constitution even goes so far as say
that a sentence of death rendered in the ab-
sence of the prisoners was not due process of
law. This actfon will be taken under the ad-
vice of Gen. Benjamin F. Butler, a regular
associate counsel for the Anarchista.

I have come fully to the conclusion,™
says the General in a letter dated May 16,
“that such action is erroneous in thatit
was an attempt to take his life without due
process of law. I therefore advise very
strongly your taking a writ of error to have
such procedure corrected by the judgment
