Sir Robert G. C. Hamilton, Gevernor of
Tasmania, has an article in The Nineteenth
Century for August on the public debt of
Australasia in which he denies the current
opinion- that Australasian civilization is
wholly based on borrowed capital. While
admitting that the Governments in the
_colony have to some extent been demoraliz-
@d by the eass with which they bave hither-
to besn able to obtain loans, and a good deal
of unnecessary extravagance bas occurred in
the expenditure of borrowed money he con-
tends that the great bulk of it has been
thoroughly well expended—mostly on rail-
ways. Sir Robert, however, says that the
axiom, “if the country -makes the railway
the railway will make the country,” isproven
false in parts of Australasia, since many
lines havo been constructed in distrigts, not
only where ‘thers is little produced, but
where there is little or practically no possi-
bility of development, He suggests that the
local Parliaments should create commissions
to make careful inquiry info the circum-
stances of every district’ through which a
line is projected, and whose concurrence
would be necessary before any new works
could be undertaken. Another work in the
same direction would be the curtailing of the
working expenses of the roads and the re-
stricting of the train. service in accordance
with the needs of each district upon some
calculated standard. Sir Robert is a firm
believer in the great benefit that will accrue
to Australia from a federation of its several
colonies. Although this movement has en-
countered many and serious checks, he ex-
presses the opinion that federatiom before
lang will be an accomplished fact.

The discussion at last night's meeting of
tho Trades and Labor Council covered many
differont subjocts es usual. Prosident T. H.

This committee, while pleased to report
that mieasures had been taken to prevent
the introduction of smallpox and other dis-
eases by Chinese coming from British Colum-
bia, submitted that the country would not
be safo from this dangsr vntil Chineso immi-
gration had been prohibited.

The speech of President Smpard of the
'ypothetee, delivered. before that body dur-
ing its session here, was severely crit cized,
and the manufacture of binder twine by
Central Prison convicts was touched upon.

The Municipal Committee's roport did not

Re Ashbridge’s Bay and.Oon River,

Editorworld: I baveread quite a number of
opinions* as to the most advisable and offi-
cient way of cleansing the water and air,
80 injurious to health, business and pleasure
of the localities,. Some think the remedy is
in making & cuttifig. through the Govern-
ment breakwater. Now, in my bumble
opinion, I think a plan is at hand that will
not only cleanse Ashbridge’s Bay but-also
the River Don, which 1s in almost as great a
need of cleansing as Ashbridge’s Bay. When
T was in the City Council a member of
the Harbor Commission there was a cut
made in the marsh as ‘6 continuation of the
River Don, straightened ‘ as set forth so well
by Mr. R W. Elliot a fow days simce. The
remedy 1 would suggest is to continue this
cut a few hundred feet to Ashbridge’s Bay.
‘A thousand dollars would, I think, be more
than sufficient for the pu This cat
would afford a good circulation of water
through the old Don channel from Toronto
Bay to the lake through the Woodbine cut.
Thi'a would be much improved by continuing
the .cut made by the bor Commission
throngh the marsh and sand bar atthe
westerly end of Asbbridge’s Bay to the lake
at this point, and if gates were temporarily
placed across the River Don in the fall of
the year, as set forth by the Government
Engineer, Mr, K. Tully, the freshets down
the River Don overy spring would ﬂve the
whole of: Ashbridge’s Bay a thorough scour-
ing out, and instead of the debris, sand and

el | mud thus coming - down the river aod de-

ting along our: water front in Toronto
ay and causing an expenditure of thousands
of ~dollars annually in dredgin the harbor
aud slips this refuse matter wou d be carried
cléar out to the lake just east of Fisherman
1sland. The cut at Woodbine-avenue is of
doubtful uamc{ and should be supplemen
with a cut at the west end. ~We know that
over half a million gallons of fresh spriog
water from Small’s nd  empty into the
bay at the easterly end, and if there was no
Woodbine cat that large quantity of pure
water would have to flud an outiet at the
westerly cut into_the lake, as conteraplated
in the scheme of Don improvement, and thus
tend to purify Ashbridge’s Bay. The cjrcu-
lation through this westerly cut through the
old Don channel into Toronto Bay would
remedy the evil in a short  time, and as the
dredge at Woodbine cut is doing such excel-
lent work and at so moderate a cost thers
seems to me no further excuse for delay but
put the dredge to work on the Harbor Com-
missioners’ cut and make a channel through
the marsh to the lake on the line of the Don
improvement.
