THIS IS WHAT CANADA URGENTLY
REQUIRES,

Important Meeting of the Toronto Roard
of Trade—~Requisition te the Govern-
ment--Better Railway Faciiities flas
Well as Faster Steamships—1he Obser-
vatory Question Also Discussed.

The members of the Board of Trade at
their special meeting in the rotunda yester-
day afternoon were unanimous that Canada
must have a tast Atlantic service for mails,
passengers and freight.

President Baird wntroduced the question
by quoting from Mr. Van Horne’s speech at
;the Board of Trade banquet and by stating
his entire concurrence with the ideas of the
great railway man,

Mer. Hugh Blain said that; in his opinion,
some people had been showing off Canada’s
weaknesses quite long enough. It was time
we began to show decided featurcs of na-
tional strength, If Canadians held a higher
conception of their many advantages Canada
would s0on be held in higher estimation by

» her neighbors. Continuing the speaker said:
“Ihave a feeling of humiliation and regret
when I come to consider the condition of
our Atlantic service. We haveto go hun-
dreds of miles out of our way to get to
Europe in the shortest possible time when
we ought to have a service quicker, shorter,
and in every way equal to the big New
York lines. Canada is comparatively un-
known on the Coutinent of Europe because
there is no fast direct line connecting Can-
ada with that part of the world. Then,
too, the number of emigunu from England
to Canada would be largely increased. If
Mr. Van Horne was right: when he said
that Canada’s trade would be increased by
ten per cent. by the establishment of such
a service, the increase would be six and a
half millions per year, or ‘one-half of the
whole amount. required to establish and
equip a first-class service. To-day the rail-
way service of Canada and the Pacific ser-
vice are vthe admiration of the continent, and
with the establishment of such an Atlantic
service the whole system would be the ad-
miration of two continents.”

Then Mr. Blain, seconded by M¢. George
H. Bertram, submitted the following mo-
tion :

A Comprehensive Resolution,

The Board of Trade of Toronto having con-
sidered the question of transportation from a
(‘anadian standpoint, and having regard to the
enormous resources of the country, both as to
its producing and purchasing ability, as shown
by Pts steadily increasing exports and imports,
especially to and from Great Britain, and to the
vast sums expended by the Dowinion in develop-
ing our system of railways and canals, and to the
fact that this system makes  direct
connection with Canadian -ports much
nearer to Liverpool than New York is
Quevec being 470 miles nearer, St. John 380
iuiles neéarer and Halifax 650 miles nearer.
while other even more suitable ports may be
found still nearer, and to the further fact that
our Canadian Atiantic service is inadequate to
the wants of the country.

Therefore be it resolved, That in order to ob-
tain the full benefit of our already enormous
expenditure and our great natural advantages
and remder the nation independent of foreign
ports for Atlantic transportacion a fast Canadian
Atlantic steamship service is a necessity and
should be encou by the Canadi )!

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ALD. HALLAM EXPLAINS.
He Says That Ald. Burns Turned Traitor
at the Last Meeting.

The World Young Man found Ald.
Hallam last night in his library among his
much-beloved and valuable collection of
books.

Burns will now
get the chairmunship of the Board  of
Health. His excnse for voting against me.
was that I had been working against him,
which is not true:”

*“Well, then it was all arranged, as
stated in this morning’s World, who were to
be the respective chairmen?”’ ;

“What was in this morning’s World was
practically correct, but the only thing that
was absolutely settled at Saturday night’s
caucus was the chairmanship of the Board
of Works. Most of those present spoke
highly of Ald. Shaw, but it was felt that
in the interests of the city he ought not to
be re-appointed to the chairmanship. It
was known that he and the Mayor would
not work well together, and what else but
remove him eould be done? There was a
good deal of contention over Ald. Shaw. A
good many of us wanted to place him on
the Executive Committee. but Ald.
McMurrich could not be satisfied.
He claimed that he was euchred out
of a place on that committee last year, and
this year he was determined not to be
shoved aside.

““Anyhow,” resumed the worthy alder-
man, ‘““the Parks and Gardens Committee
doesn’t amount to much. You know it is
to be deprived of a good deal of its useful-
ness. The roads are to be placed under the
control of the Kngineer, and Superintendent
Chambers’ duties will be confined to horti-
culture and to looking after the trees and
soforth. Mr. Chambers doesn’t like the
idea, but there is no doubt about it that
the roadways should be under the En-
gineer.” L

Also, resolved, That a copy of this resolution be
forwarded to Sir John Tbhompson, Prewmier of
Canada.

An Interesting Discussion,

Mr. Bertram, the seconder of the resolu-
tion, held ‘that it was vhe duty of the Gov-
ernment to take very decided action in the
matter. He objected to having his letters
from England marked ‘‘via Canadian
packet.” The Governmert had already
offered a $250,000 subsidy for such .a line,
but that evidently had not been enough.
He was, therefore, in favor of seeing that
amount doubled it that would bring about
the establishment of the line. The ques-
tion was not debatable.

Mr. G. M. Bosworth said Canada had
suffered for years from being .sidetracked
as she had been. It was time, in fact, that
she hegan to do businesson a front street.
Such - service would advertise Canada and
wou’ | naturally draw a Jarger number of
immigrants to this country.

Mye. Barlow Cumberland pointed to the
fact that no fresh meat had been exported
from Australia to Eogland in 1881, but
that in 1891 153,000 carcasses were shipped.
Their trade liud becn the direct outcome of
a fast service. The distance to a market
did not so much affect its value as a market
as the time consumed in reaching i%
Every farmer mm Canada would join the
bo;u-g in demanding a fast service.

KILLED AT THE ELEVATOR.

Fatal Accident to a Young Man in a Col-
borne-street Warehouse.

A bookkeeper for the Toronto Ware-
house Company named William Wells was
instantly killed on the premises of the com-
pany yesterday noon by a falling elevator
weight, which struck him on the head.
Besides being bookkeeper for the company,
Mr. Wells was general overseer of the
buildi At the time of the accident he
was making some repairs at the foot of the
old-fashioned freight hoist shaft. The
weight that balanced the hoist and which
weighed 500 pounds became unhooked and
fell from the third story directly
upon the head of the young man in the
cellar. When picked up by Mr. H. P.
Hime, one of the members of the firm, the
left side of the deceased’s head wascrushed
in, showing tbat he must have heard the
falling weight and glanced up before it
struck him. Dr. E. E. King was sum-
moned and pronounced death instantaneous.
Coroner Pickering considered no one to
blame and decided not to hold an inquest.

William Wells was 22 years of age and
lived with Mr. Aylesworth, his brother-in-
law, at 213 Mutual-street. He had been
working for the company several years and
was-& universal favorite.

REPORT ON PANAWA SCANDAL

WILL BE SUBMITTED TO THE
DREPUTIES SQON.

France Will Not Allow Foreigners to In-
trigue in Her Country Against Other
Powers — Foreign Newsapaper Corres-
pondents to Be Held in Check—Am-
bassadors Not to-Be Libelled,

Paris, Jan. 16.—It is stated that secret
orders have been sent to the commanders of
the several army corps, enjoining them
to be ready to co-operate in case of
necessity ‘with the civil authority, and
to deal promptly and thoroughly with any
symptoms of insubordination in the army
itself. There is no reason to suppose, how-

ever, that any insubordination exists. The
army, from the commanding generals to the
soldiers in the ranks, is contented with its
treatment, and system of promotion has
never been more fairly carried ont than
under the administration of President Car-
not.

M. Alt, correspondent of The Courriere
di Napoli, and probably M. Brundes, cor-
respondent of The Berlin Tageblatt, .will be
expelied from the country to-day.

he Fi‘{zaro says M. Camaha = will replace
M. Waddington as Frence Ambassador at
London. :

M. Develle, Minister of Foreign Affairs,
has ‘written to Signor Ressman, the Italian
ambassador, stating that Charles de Lesseps
and his associates under accusation of
frauds and bribery in connection with the
Panama enterprise, formally declared be-
fore Magistrate Franqueville, that nomoney
had been given to General Menabra, for-
merly ambassador from ltaly.

Immediately after the opening of the

chamber to-day M. Levy, Socialist deputy
tor the Seine, interpellated the Government
as to the ekpulsion of four Nihilists from
France on Jan. 13, at the instance of Baron
Mohrenheim, Russian Ambassador.
_. M. Ribot-replied at length fo the inter-
polation. -Since the discovery of a Nihilist
bomb factory in Paris in 1889 he said the
police had watched with unremitting
vigilance all' dangerous persons. France
would never permit foreigners to intrigue
on her soil against other powers. The
Government would not hesitate to expel
persons who come to the country for the
purpose of plotting there the overthrow of
governments. Cries ot *““Oh, oh,” from
the Socialist deputies.

Antowette Jarde, Socialist deputy for
the Girende, moved, amid much confusion,
that the decision of the expulsion
be allowed to proceed, as vital fin-
terests were at stake. If the Gov-
ernment ' had the right to expel
all who disagreed with its opinions
in domestic or foreign politics, he said, it
might as well proclaim a despotism at
once.

A committee from the deputies who de-
vote themselves to questions of parlia-
mentary business procedure nrged M. Ribot
to finish the Panamaenquiry with all possible
speed lest the other business of the Chamber
be delayed.

M. Ribot replied that the magistrate’s
examination had been almost completed
and that the report would be submitted to
the. Chamber shortly. The Government
would ignore all questions during the dis-
cussion of the estimates,

To-morrow he would introduce a bill pro-
viding for such an amendment of the Press
law that persons libeiling ambassadors or
the sovereigns whom these ambassadors re-
present in Paris cculd be prosecuted.

In the parliamentary commission of in-
quiry M. Souvoride and M. Tatischeff testi-
tied astothe charges of corruption against the
Russian press. M.Scuvoride,whointroduced
himself as editor of The Novoe Vremya,
protested that Mr. Delahayes charges as to
the receipt of 500,000 francs by that news-
paper from the Panama people were un-
qualified falseboods.

M. Tatischeff made a- similar denial.
After giving his testimony he made a short
speech to the commission to the effect that
the friendship of Russia and France was
imperilled by ‘‘this rising tide of cal=mny.”
Unless the commission would defend Russia
against palpable slanders, such as had beeu
bandizd about recently, the most deplorable
results might be expected.

IT MAY BE BOTH.

The Apostolic Delegation Sald to Be
Similar to a Foreign Legation,

New York, Jan. 16.—A Washington
special to The Sun gives an interview had
with Bishop Keane relative to the appoint-
menti of Archbishop Satolli as Apostolic
Delegate for America. In reply to a ques-
tion as to the dutiés and powers of gl gr.
Satolli, Bishop Keane said: “Mgr. Satolli
will hardly know the scope of his powers
until he receivss his instructions trom the
Holy See. We may presume that his duties
will be of a purely ecclesiastical nature.”

*‘Will not the establishment of the Apos-
tolic delegation be similar to that of a
foreign legation?” 5

“To a certain extent it will. Bishop
Satolli will be the recognized representative
of the Holy Father, and he may establish
his headquarters in Washington or n  Bal-
timore. The establishment of the Apostolic
delegation has been in contemplavion’ for
some time, and Leo XIII. has not taken the
step without careful consideration. Some of
the American bishops have undoubtedly ob-
jected to it because they prefer to corre-
spond directly with the Holy Father at
Rome. Mgr. Satolli will confine himself to
matters relating to the charch.”

Bishop Keane brought the interview to a
close with the remark that the pending
controversy will be settled without any
friction.

ATLANTIC FISHERUES.

The Modus Vivendi Wil Be FProclaimed
For Next Season.

OrTAwA, Jan. 16.—Last session an.ast
relating to the modus vivendi for Atlantic
fisheries was passed, by which the Governor-
General-in-Council was authorized to es-
tablish the modus vivendi from year to year
by proclamasion if deemed advisable with-
out awaiting the action of Parliament, as
has been done every year since 1888.

It is understood that next Saturday’s
Canada Gazette will contain the proclama--
tiou putting the modus vivendi in form for
the coming fishing season,

TORONTO’S HARBOR,

Annual Report of Harbormaster Bald-
win's Increase in Shipping.

The harbormaster reports as follows:

The bay was frozen over on Jan. 5, and
was clear of ice on March 81. The first
vessel to arrive was the Whitd Oak, Captain
Peer, with stons on March 29; the captain
secured the hat. The last arrival was the
Flora, Captain Alf Thomas, lizht, on Deec.
7. The first light ice on the bay this winter
was on-the morning of Dec. 20, it did not
last. The bay was frozen over on the night
of Thursday, Dec. 22, and has remained
frozen.:

The amount of cosl received by rail, as per
information obtained from the Custom
House, is: Bituminous 195,988 tons, an-
thracive 171,997 toms. Total by rail and
vessel 529,5441¢ tons. There is no soft coal
brought by vessel to this port now.

HE WANTS THE GERMAN ARMY TO
BE THE BiGGEST.

But He Knows the Tax Payers Can Not
Suppoert Him Fuilly—He Does Not
Want ‘a Home Guard By Conguering
Legions—He Is Gradually Gaining
Peopular Favor,

Beruix, Jan. 16.--At a meeting of the
Military Committee of the Reichstag to-
day Dr. Komierosky declared that the
Polish members .of the Reichstag would
abstain for the present from adopting any
definite position in regard to the Army Bill.

Herr Beremberg said that his attitude
would largely depend on the popular feel-
ing in regard to the measure.
