CHICAGO WHEAT IS HIGHER Grey LambMcIntyre & Wardwell (John J. Dixon) 
received the following despatch to-day from 
gchwartz, Dupee & Co., Chicago:

Wheat opened higher and was firm dur­
ing the entire session. The outside news 
aggregated stronger than anything we have 
had for some time. Clearances from the 
seaboard were 3,457.000 bushels for the 
week, about 1,600,000 bushels more than 
last week and the largest In any week for 
several years. Argentine cables reported 
damage by rain and the American Consul 
General at St. Petersburg reported that the 
world’s supply computed there sboJX^2ina 
shortage compared with 1894 of 160,000,- 
000 bushels wheat and 130,000,000 bushels 
rye.

A Likelihood That It Will he Iaflneneed 

by the Tell «aies Question.
The coming municipal contest In 

Scarboro will, it seems, turn largely 
about the question of the York toll 
gates.
of which Reeve Chester Is the head, 
came out strongly in favor of the po­
sition taken by the county council last 
June, when by a two-thirds vote that 
body passed a by-law abolishing the 
gates throughout York and providing 
for the maintenance of the 
roads by each of the mu­
nicipalities interested. In Its con­
stitutional course the by-law came' be-

whlch,
though expressing sympathy with the. 
mevement, decided that In one or 
two small particulars the by-law as 
It stood was certainly Illegal. The mat­
ter, therefore, is to he once more 
brought before the county at Its com­
ing sitting. The Scarboro council will 
stand by its guns and, judging from 
the tone of public sentiment through­
out the township, it has the firm sup­
port of eight of every ten of the elect­
ors. Barring the question of the toll- 
gates altogether, it is an Incontro­
vertible fact that the farmers of Scar- 
boro now pay In market fees alone 
each year a sum more than sufficient 
to maintain at its present high effi­
ciency the 11 miles of the Kingston- 
road that runs within its borders—and 
this heavy drain will last as long as 
the present means of keeping up the 
road continues. While the by-law 
placed this maintenance upon the vari­
ous municipalities interested, a con­
siderable section of the Scarboro vot- 

took the view that the roads’ sup­
port should be undertaken by the coun­
ty. It is safe to say that under such 
management,with the many and diver­
gent influences it would have to work 
against, some sections of the country 
would receive more money than the 
others and roads not in repair would 
go down for lack of funds. The Town­
ship of Scarboro has to consider whe­
ther, with a county council represen­
tation ot three out of the total of 47, it 
would be able to do as well for Its In­
terests as It could do by looking after 
Its own affairs.
