—The annual camp meeting at Berwick 
opened on Friday last. The central figure, 
Dr. Banks, of Chicago, ie a good speaker, 
making good point». The attendance is 
about as usual on the ground but not so 
many outside boarders. The local talent is 
good. On Sunday, just as the several servi­
ces were closing for dinner, the cry of fire 
caused a hasty retreat from the camp ground 
and churches to find the Central House, the 
only hotel of the town, on tire. As the 
origin was in the attic or on the roof, there 
was time to remove most of the contents. 
The high wind made it necessary to work 
hard to save adjoining buildings, which was 
done. The loss is heavy, only about half 
covered with insurance.

Death of Sheriff VanBlarcom.

We regret to chronicle this week the death 
of Benjamin VanBlarcom, E«q., Sheriff of 
Digby county and one of our beat known 
citizens. Mr. VanBlarcom had been ill for 
several months, and though at times it seemed 
that he could not recover, still there was 
hope until Tuesday morning, when he peace­
fully passed away.

Mr. VanBlarcom was born at Bridgetown 
in 1823, and in early life moved to Tiverton, 
Digby Co., where fora number of years he 
was engaged in building vessels, some of 
which are still sea going craft, and are often 
seen on Digby Basin. Liter he moved to 
Brighton, on St. Mary’s Bay, where for years 
he carried on the manufacture of shingles i-s 
well as his favorite occupation of shipbuild­
ing. In the year 1878 he was elected a Con­
servative representative of this county in the 
local government at Halifax, and filled that 
important rffije to almost the entire satisfac­
tion of the people of this county.

In the year 1881 Mr. VanBlarcom was ap­
pointed to the responsible position of Sheriff 
of Digby county, which office he filled until 
his death on Tuesday last.

While at Tiverton, Mr. VanBlarcom mar­
ried Miss Catherine Nickerson, of Freeport, 
who survives him. Mr. and Mrs. VauBlir 
com hare reared a large family, consisting 
of seven boys and one girl, and with the ex­
ception of Benjamin, who was drowned at 
sea, all are at present well and favorably 
known throughout the county.

—There are many plain talkers in the 
British Cabinet of to-day and their utter­
ances on great international questions have 
stirred np considerable excitement through 
out the empire and alao in the governments 
of Russia, France and Germany. Salisbury 
and Chamberlain have said many blunt 
things about the situations in India, China 

* and Africa, till it seems as if the present 
ministry were about discarding that diplo­
matic suavity and patience that has so long 
characterized the British executive. Mr. 
Gosohfh, chancellor of the exchequer, has 
cirefully planted the last hard blow’ by de 
clariog that it is the purpose of the Brit­
ish government to increase her naval force 
to meet any increase in the Russian navy, 
and in connection with his statement he 
brought down supplementary estimates for 
$40,000,000 to provide for the building of 
four armored cruisers, for battleships and 
four torpedo boat destroyers. This change 
in the naval program is for Russia’s benefit 
alone, and is tantamount to a challenge to 
that country to trespass much further on 
British good nature at its peril. Tfce British 
navy to-day is equal to any combination that 
jealous rivals can array against it, and the 
resources of the empire are so great that the 
proportion can readily be maintained. Rus­
sia has taken offence at Mr. Goschen’s plain 
talk, but that will not change the policy of 
the ministry to checkmate the minions of the 
Czar in their aggressions in eastern and cen­
tral Asia, aud on the borders of India.

—One of the most colossal frauds that has 
been perpertrated upon a shrewd money in­
vesting public for a long time was that in 
connection with the great works at Lubec, 
Me., for the extraction of gold from sea­
water. Gold mines have often been salted 
and sold to unwary moneybags, but this 
scheme had been systematically worked at 
for months, and thousands of dollars spent 

• in its careful establishment. Not one man, 
but whosoever would, was invited to witness 
its working and buy stock in the concern, 
which w’as capitalized at several million dol 
Iars and was a regularly chartered company 
formed for the purpose of what everyone 
supposed was a legitimate business. The 
scheme was advertised freely by the news 
papers and magazines, and it was generally 
thought that through the process described 
the company could hardly fail in making 
money rapidly, since the supply of gold pro­
ducing water was unlimited. It was, how­
ever, but a remarkably clever trick in which 
the Rev. P. F. Jernegau figured prominent­
ly. Nearly a million dollars worth of stock 
was sold, and when Jernegan decamped he 
carried a large portion of the proceeds of 
these sales with him. The bubble has burst 
and the stockholders will, besides losing their 
investment, be called upon to liquidate many 
large bills connected with the floating of 
the scheme.

—The gross debt of Canada on June 30,
1897, was $330,033,717, and on June 30,
1898, it was $7136,731,047. There is to be 
subtracted from this certain assets which on 
the books of the finance department foot up 
to $79,117,140. But. ibis is a larger sum 
than the real value of these assets. Taking 
these figures as they stand the net debt is 
$257,613.907. On 30 h June, 1897, the net 
debt was $254,581,529 —so that there is an 
increase of a little over three millions in the 
year. The expenditure on capital account 
is responsible for this large increase. For 
example, $73,175,675 were expended on rail­
ways and canals, $104,215 on Dominion 
lands; $1,283,666 were paid out in railway
subsidies and $130,157 for certain things of 
4 permanent kind in connection with the
militia, in all about $4,690,000 were expend­
ed in capital. The liabilities of Canada 
payable in England are $227,959,8736, and 
this means that we have to pay the interest 
that sum out of the country and out of the 
earnings of the country.

—Canada has never been burdened with a 
heavy expense for the maintainance of a 
large standing army or a navy for coast de­
fence, and probably, so long as she remains 
a British colony, the occasion will not arise 
for the institution of extensive and costly 
protective measures. Nevertheless, the 
question of her defences is being actively 
discussed just now by a committee of naval 
and military experts assembled at Ottawa. 
The committee are studying conditions under 
which the Dominion can best be developed 
as a part of the great plan for the defences 
of the empire. No doubt arrangements will 
be made lo improve the training and equip­
ment of the colonial troops and fit them for 
corporation with the imperial forces in a 
case of emergency. The appointment of the 
committee is probably the outcome of the 
conference of colonial premiers in London 
last year, and is due to the gradual growth 
of the imperial idea and of the ever increasing 
possibilities of a conflict into which Great 
Britain and her colonies may be drawn.

—The Spanish-American war is practical­
ly over, or at least the official statement 
that the Spanish cabinet has agreed to ac­
cept the terms of peace, as proposed by the 
United States government, leads to the gen­
eral belief that a cessation of hostilities yvill 
be ordered pending the final arrangement of 
details. Since the destruction of her navy, 
Spain probably realizes that it would be use­
less to expect Spanish soldiers in Cuba to 
maintain a protracted fight with the whole 
island coast under the surveillance of the 
American squadrons, through w hose line it 
would be almost impossible for supply ships 
to steal. The early termination of peace 
negotiations, however, is not to be looked 
for, as affairs in Spain are now on the verge 
of a civil war, and any hasty action in this 
matter might tend to give the ascendancy to 
the revolutionary party. It is not improb­
able that it will take much longer to arrange 
the question of indemnity than it has to 
humble the Spaniards, by force of arms, and 
force them to cry for quarter.

—There is now a definiteness about the 
taking of the plebiscite on prohibition that 
is arousing both parties to extraordinary ex­
ertions to influence the ballot. The prohi­
bitionists are confident that the victory will 
rest with them in Nova Scotia, New Bruns­
wick, Prince Edward Island and Manitoba, 
but there is evidently a doubt as to the ac­
count that will be rendered from Quebec and 
the Northwest. The plebiscite is not a ques­
tion for the provinces but for the whole Do­
minion. The result should be a fair index 
of the popular sentiment on this greatest, 
perhaps, of all the great problems of the 
century. The principle of the plebiscite is 
surely a good one, and upon its successful 
working will probably binge the settlement 
of many another vexed problem of particular 
interest to the Canadian people.

—M/p. De Wolfe, of the Kentville Board 
of Tçâde, urges; through the Halifax Herald 
that all local boards affiliate with the Mari- 
time board, in order to do good and effective 
work. This is a point for the Bridgetown 
board to consider.
