Two years ago the Legislature of Colorado 
appointed a commission to investigate the 
subject of taxation and its various forms in 
different countries. The report, recently \ 
presented, contains a large amount of in­
structive and interesting matter concerning 
a much misunderstood subject. The chair­
man of the commission. Senator James W. 
Bucklin, who wrote the report, travelled all 
over Australia and New Zealand, where 
novel systems of taxation were on trial and 
studied their effects in operation. He also 
travelled in Europe, observing the modes ofy 
taxation in different nations and visited alp 
the states with the same purpose. The facts 
he has thus collected and the conclusions he 
bases on them are, therefore, worthy of care­
ful attention. With regard to his facts, it 
must be admitted that he has clearly reveal­
ed injustice and inequalities in most of the 
systems in vogue in America and Europe. 
He found them unscientific, ohaotic, indis­
criminate, grossly inadequate to secure what 
should be the prime object of taxation—an 
equitable distribution of the burden on all 
persons according to their means. He dis­
covered, moreover, that no tax on personal 
property has ever been, or ever can be, 
ma^e equitable in ope 
a fiscal measure. He

a scientific and equitable system of taxation, 
but to understand it peuple will have to get 
rid of erroneous notions inherited from times 
when the nobility, the Church, the courtier 
and other favored classes and persons ob 
tained rights of exemption, some of which 
were transferred lo America and still exist, 
in forms more or less incompatible with 
democratic institutions. In the Australasian 
colonies Mr. Bucklin obtained statistics and 
Information from the highest authorities 
which lead to two results of the greates: 
importance. One is that the imposition of 
the land value tax has invariably been fol 
lowed by improved economical conditions, 
which stimulated building operations and 
improvements, particularly home building, 
increased immigration, 
land speculation and abated financial panics. 
The other and most significant fact is that 
in no colony which has given the system 
even an approximately adequate trial is there 
any indication of a sentiment in favor of 
return to the old system of property taxa­
tion. This attitude of the popular mind is 
all the more confirmatory of the success of 
the system when it is remembered that the 
communities where it was adopted were 
divided into almost equal and bitterly hos­
tile parties for and against it, when it was 
proposed. As none of the disasters confi­
dently predicted as sure to follow its adop­
tion ever occurred, but, on the contrary, in 
addition to the benefits already noted, agri­
culture was stimulated and the area of 
waste and unused land vastly decreased, 
it may be considered permanently estab­
lished. As a result of tne report the legis­
lature of Colorado has considered constitu­
tional amendment providing for the adoption 
of the system of land value taxation in that 
state. Should the amendments carry, Colo­
rado will be the first state in the union to 
try the experiment, and, as it is a new, 
sparsely settled state, the system will have a 
simpler trial than it could get in older and 
more densely populated states, where con­
ditions are more complicated.

The manager of the great coal and steel in­
terests at Sydney, Cape Breton, has just 
made a sensational announcement in regard 
to the producing and competing powds . 
which the great natural advantages of that* 
place confer. After careful calculations he 
concludes that pig iron can be produced for 
$2 45

well founded, may be inferred from the fact 
that the ability to produce steel and its 
leading manufactures so cheaply at Pitts­
burg has given this country the supremacy of 
the world in the most important staple of 
industry. It will be recalled that American 
capital is exploiting the mineral wealth at 
Sydney. But the close proximity and 
abundance of all the resources needed to mine 
steel are not the only advantages which that 
place has; it has equally decisive advantages 
with regard to the European market. The 
Pittsburg steel would have to pay $2. per 
ton for transportation to the ocean port near­
est Sydney; besides, the latter place is near­
ly a thousand miles nearer Europe, giving it 
an advantage of $6 per ton, or about one- 
third the present price of a ton of steel, 
Pittsburg in foreign markets. We are not, 
unfamiliar with recent forcasts of a similar 
kind with regard to Canadian mineral re­
sources; but it is significant that this esti­
mate is made upon the calculations of Am­
erican capitalists, and immense enterprises 
at Sydney, at Sault Ste. Marie on the Cana­
dian side, and at other points in Northern 
-Ontario, are now in operation an a proof of the 
faith of capitalists in the productive power 
which can be developed. Facts like these 
argue a still greater preponderance of this 
half of the continent in steel production 
than coaid have been predicted a few years 
ago, while they also show that the capital 
necessary to effectuate it is not likely to 
come from abroad.

After Our Mayflower.

(Halifax Herald.)
We have more than once before referred 

to the movement in Massachusetts to have 
the Mayflower, or trailing arbutus, made the 
floral emblem of that state Last year a bill 
was before the state legislature so enacting, 
and was only defeated by a small majority. 
This year the bill has been re-introduced, 
and a discussion took place before a legisla 
live committee last Wednesday. Our old 
friends, Prof. T. F. Anderson, J. F. Masters 
and A. Warren Gould appeared as a delega­
tion representing Nova iScotiane, and pro­
tested against the adoption by Massachusetts 
of the floral emblem of Nova Scotia. But 
they did not get much satisfaction, the chair­
man intimating that it was a matter for 
Massachusetts to settle for itself quite ir­
respective of Nova Scotia “ or any other 
foreign country.” It was further alleged 
that Nova Scotia had never adopted the 
Mayflower as its floral emblem by statutory 
enactment.

We would suggest to our legislature, now 
in session, that if a statute is necessary in 
such a case, it cannot too soon pass one, for 
the Massachusetts people seem bound to ap 
propriate our floral emblem, without so much
