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CHE, space at my disposal will permit me to
give only a brief outline of the manners
and customs of the Indians of British

Scolumbia, with whom I am most familiar,
namely, those on the North-West Coast in the
Simpson District, extending from the Naas
River, beyond the 55th parallel of N.L., to
Rivers Inlet, a distance of abôut 350 miles.
