At.present the diseasc has not made much
progress' with her, only affecting the, ex-
tremities of her fingers, so that she is quite
able to carry on ‘her mission. Miss Harvey,
who" supermtends her work, writes :—Her
knowledge of Scripture is
good. Leprosy has appeared in her fin-
gers. This prevents ber from writing or
Keeping a report. Her work is' confined to
the Leper Asylum, and so she teaches the
. same number of people every day. In one
fortnight she taught eight of the. lepers
more Scripture than our school children,
_though taught regularly, take in the three
months. Besides teaching the lepers she is

a mot'her to them. She has a little house
to hersélf; and is in authority over them.
The - lepers are. very -bigoted, like all the
Nasik people,’ and ‘besides observing caste,
as far as- possxble, are fearful of any aft-
tempt to- make them change their religion.
In spite of this they all gather round Rhai-
bai to listen to her teaching, and to sing
the hymns she has taught them. In the
cool of. the afternoon it is very pleasing to
find them all gathered together singing one
hymn after another. . One woman said, “I
can’t tell you what these hymns are t6 us.”’

In the accompanying picture Rhaibai will
be seen seated in_the midst of her class of
leper. women, with an ‘open Bible on her
lap. Pray that ere she is called ‘ Home’ to
her rest she may be the medns of winning
many, of these women for Christ.
