vour spreads abroad.  There isan end of the envy and
sectarianism, and jenalousy, the detraction and the
calumny which often environ goodness when living, and
now when the stopper of prejudice is removed, the
world fills with tho odour of the ointment, and thou.
sands grow stronger and more lifesomo for the good
nawe of one. Better in this respect, betler than their
birth day was the dying day of Henry Martyn, and
Robert AleCheyne, for the secret of their hidden life
was revealed, and, mingled as it iw with the namo o
Jesus, the Church will never losd the perfume, and in
this respect better than their birth day was the dying
day of Dr. Arnold and Sir Fowell Buxton; for men
could then forget the offence of controversy, and the
irritation of party politics, and could surrender to the
undiluted charm of healthy picty and heroie Chrisnamty ;
and better, thus regarded, was the dying day of Stephen,
and James,and Paul; for then cvery disciple could
forget the infirmities by which some bad been an-
noyed, and the faithfulness by whichhothers had been
oftended, and could treasurc up thét best of a goud
wan’s relics, the memory of a devoted, life,—~tho sweet
oldaur of an unquestioned sarctity. ~ _

the vebicle of the public devotions of the church, and
upon sotno of its apostrophies has the last breath of dis-
tinguished martyre trembled, whoss pinty during their
life was refreshed -with its hymnsand its psalms. It is
not ynder tho Gospel dispensation alone-that sime parts
of thisservico have been used to-expoess:the common
davotions of the faitlifuls there are hymns in it which
wero suny by saints, under tho Mossic dispensation
and in tho use of psalms particularly, the Church of the
Now Testament is found in society with the Charch-of
the OId ; for in these sacred compositions not the‘emo-
tions of David’s heart only wero vented, but much of
the worship of God's ancient peoplo did consist. 1t is
not in the Church.militant npon carth only that ‘this
scrvico in some of its parts b used ; wo have borrowed
from the Church triumphant in heaven their yratula-
tory antboms and their pcrpctual hymus, and have rea-
son to boliove that their voices are in.concert with-ours,
when we sing the song of the Redeemed.

dispetssations, in differont agesand distant nations, on
earth and in heaven, in thouso of soms part or otker of
that holy Liturgy, which itis our distinguished felicity to
have received from our fathers!
