Tho on{y object of the congress is tho nam-
enclaturo of upples, and no prizesare offered
for tho vxhibita, The exibitors ropresent
overy county in Great I itain and Ireland,
and dishes of apples have also beer sent from
Swedon and Jersoy. There 18 altogether
a display of 7,000 dishes, representiog
10,000 diffcrent sorts of apples; and it
is tho task of tho jndpes to determine tho
number of varieties sent, and to classify
them. The county of Kent is the largest
contributor, and is followed by Herts, Mid-
Alesex, Horoford and Oxford. The Queen
has on exhibition tho large contrilotion of
167 varietics, wwhich have bien grown iu the
roval goardens.  The congress is thoroughly
cducational.
