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ECCLESIASTICAL NOTES.

A SCHEME is now being promoted to establish
a high-grade Church Schoal for Wales, to be lo-
cated at Bangor, A limited lability company
i# being formed with a capital of £10,000,
towards which the Duke of Westiinster hus
consented to contribute £10,060.

So wonderful is the power of the Church in
attracting to herself adherents from every class,
condition and ereed represented in the nation’s
cemplex population that a recent class con-
firmed Ly Bishop Potter in Now York city con-
tained one Jow, one Baptist, two French Pro-
testants, threo Unitarians, three Congregation-
alists, soven Methodists, ninetcen Romauists,
twenty-cight Presbyteriang, and fifty-two Luth-
erans, Another class in a remote corner of the
game diocese numbered seventy-two, of whom
only twenty-five were of Chureh parentage, the
remaining forty-seven being drawn from almaost
every social and religious walk represented in
the community.

Pore Jurwus 115, sent a Brief to Cardinal
PPole, Archbishop of Canterbury (1554} desiring
him to absolve und reconcile Bishops and priests
made in Kdward the Sixth's reign, but instead
of telling him that they were to be re-ordained,
his Holiness eommanded the Cardinal to confirm
them in the Anglizan orders which they hud
already received, and to reinstate them “after
by you they shall have been restored to the
ity of Holy Mother Church, and you shall
have thought good to reinstate them if in other
respects they shall be accounted by you to be
worthy and it.” The Pope further specified
that those who had reccived the Anglican con-
seeration shonld be regarded as having had the
« gift of consecration already bestowed.” ‘The
Birief goes on to say that the Archbisbops and
Bishops may enter anew ou the government of
their Churches and  perform all episcopal acts,
such as consecraiion, ordination, ete.; and wo
that there may be no doubt about the matter,
Mr, Butler gives the words of the Brief as fol-
lows: “ Qver cathedrals, even over metropoli-
tan churches, as Bishops and Archbishops they
may freely and legally preside, and may rule
and govern the same Church both in things
spiritual as well as temporal, and use the gifts
of consecraiion already bestowed upon them.”
Exactly ! “ And usa the gifts of consecration
already bestowed upon them!” Would it be
possible to find anywhere words clearer to ex-
press the Pope’s convietions that the Anglican
Bishops, A.p. 1554, were truc Bishops?

The hurry-scurry of modern
lite, no donbt, is notatall conduecive to manners ;
but i is merely an atfectation w talk orwet as
if wo really had not time to attend to them, It
tukes but little or no longer to behave well than
to behave ill; and it a child is taught from the
first to mind its behaviour, it becomes  quite
nutural with ivin after years to be polite. It is
largely un atfuir of habit, and politeness is cor-
tainly one of those habits which parenis and
teachers ought to keep their eyeon, The com-
fort of lite depends more upon it than we some-
times realize.

date and strengthen the Anglican Communion,
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The senior Province of the Colonial Church
has now led the way. The two Canadian Arch-
bishoprisc are founded with the approvai, ex-
pressed or implied of the whole Anglican Com-
maunion.
