ina politioal movement, whereln peréonality
ought to sink &o mauch as possible into the
record of the general body, 88 does the duty
of a goldier In the operations of an army ; and
{f I am * pargonal to myaelf” for oace, 16 18
becante ] amx anxloua fo correct certaln im-
presefona that are flslng nbout, which are
calenlated to lead to wrong concluslon?, and
to Injare the National League by rumors of
divielons, when no such divizlone exlat, or sre
likely to exlst, as & consequerce of principlen
or proceedings of mine.

agreeable subjsct can be briefly dldcuseed and

The discusslon of the first of these gques-
tions hes resulted In an expression of opin-
ion by Mr. Parnell which tacitly oonoeded
the posltions which 1 took up In the dispute,
namely, (181) The right of consiltuency ocon-
ventions to select candidates, when properly
organized ; and, 2nd, the necessity of county
conventions for the promotion of organisa-
tlon thereln. Ho dissents, however, from the
propoeliton that candidates should be solect-
ed now, and oxpresies an opinion,
that it would Dbe bettex to
avold 8oal  actlom, on thiz polnt, {for
the present, and counsels consullailon with
the parilementary p In the matter of ul-
timate cholce. T ntry will ba largely
Infizenced In iie atfion by the oplnlons o1
the lender of the “parlismentary party as a
matter of conxge ; but it Is evident that where
suliable men can ba found the oonstituenociea
will exerciss thelr undoubted right to neme
thelr fature csndidates; and whero such
men are not to bo had within the reach or
knowledge of tho eleotors, cr where n looal
name Is mot strong enough to fight a close
baitle, the advice of the paxiiamentary leader
will be eought, nnd there cannot, as far as I
osn gee, be any possible objection fo sxoh a
‘oourse of action.

Lecgus policy is mainlained dn connection with
the National League. They must, however,
be allowed the right to fight landiordlsm on
the Land Lesgue Iinea; toagltate sgainet
eny compensgation to landlords which would
tax the improvements of the tenant farmer,
or make him pey for what is already hisown;
and to edacate the public mind, as far ag they
are able, In {air and open dlicussion, on tbe
gubject of the owership of the land in Irsland
by the whole people of Iretand ne a netion,
a8 agalpat it ownership by a class. The re-
cognition of thess rights wlil preserve union,
Their denial alone wiil cause division In the
popalsr movement,

Upon this guve #nd important topic of
unlon there is a great deslto bse eald which
11 seldom uttered by Itlsh public men. The
trick of ocharglog those who hold Independent
views a8 promoters of disunion, 1« quite oom-
mon with meany politiclans who are them-
golves violating tne principle upon which a
real union of earnest men oan be malntained.
The hatred which the Ireland of tbe present
hss of discord among iis leaders 13 often
unscrupulously appesled o for personal afms.
The femr of the conssquences of disunton,
which former diviaslons in the popular ranks
baeve engendered in our peopls’s mind, 1s of
80 morbid a chamoter that the mere susploion
of tuch & danger agaln ocourring 1s sufficlent
to orsate a panle, even when there exist no
real grounds for alarm. While sach a jealous
spprebension watches over the eafety of the
nationsl movement, there 18 emall chanoce for
elther faotion or dissension working serious
lujury to the Irish cauge. Bosrcely less than
treason wauld such action sppear to the 1rish
raco ag should be the means o breakiag up
sny natlonal combination In Ircland to the
unity of which most Irlshmen would look for
tho practiosl vindleation of our natlonsl and
goolal rights,

1t in to an excesglve fear of this kiud, or to
an unwarranted appesl to the feelings which
srouss 1t, that we shall have {0 look-—s0 far
ag the National League In Ireland I8 concern-
ed—for dsnger, and not from the views or
mots ot the advocates of national proprietary.
While all ratlonal men must recognize the

I¢ s well,
thexefore, to koop ini mind what those condi-
tions are which alone onn make the vnlon of
our repe, in our fight for seli-government and
land reform, an effective one, snd. in which
thé strongest oombination of Celllc energy
will be ‘posslble with & duas: reguzd -for the
teelings and principles of men and pastles
thus ‘eombined, ‘ :

Lord Baudolph,
looking upon this action as a voto of censure,
retired from further connection with the as-
saciation, The correspondence between him-
gelf and Lord Sallebusy 1s 8o rorlmonious
that reconolilation of the two leaders 13 en-
tirely jmprobable, Qorst snd Balkes have
joined Churchill in withdrawing from the
Oongexvetive union, Thelr aim 1is to form &
new perty with a conservative demooratio
progiamme.
