tuents, science too detects the period of rescue,
and gives in her way also the biddiug, ‘' Scffer
little children to come unto me.” Touching
what relizion eslls the temptation'to,rnd acience
the environment of, evil, science detects that
some icfluences of pure physical character
In their origin are sufficient to generate the
most distinctive evils, and that these evils once
generated pass on by birth or heredity. One
illustration of this fact will anawer most aptly,
because 1tis most ¢-mmonly open to observation
and confirmation.

virtus, Of the many victims of intemperance
whom it has been my mislortane to meel, not
one has escaped this moral abasement, depar-
ture from truth—the vice of falsehnod. Itisa
part of the moral disease, asdistinct and ae clear
as any part of the physical disease—unsteady
gait, restless impatience, or palsied speech—
which aprings from alcohol. It is as if the
spirit of untruth had entered the body likea
phy:ical poison, bad corrupted the mind, and
meke it a veritable centre of sin. I am led from
the-e redections to oue more parallel, bearing
on the wages of results of good and evil. The
religious view on this question is o familiar to
every one I have bub to name it to bring it to
the recollection. Itis told in tbe language of
the two Teatamente, in the plainest terms, that
whilalength of days 18 the reward of goodness,
“the wicked shall not live out half their days"
and *‘the wages of ain is death,” "These and many
other sayings are pregnsnt with the idea thatto
carry on evil, to be evil, is to suffer disente and
prematurely to die. Thia is the voice of reli-
gion, It isquite equalled in plaioness of lesson
by the veice of science : for science not only
states but proves—not oaly declares but calcu-
lates, and delivers the calculation. Science
Qetects, and in the most solemn teaching re-
lates, the benefits of goodness of lifs, the mniseries
which spring from evil. She traces diseases
which desceod from generation to generation
from evil; she reads the story of inborn evil in
the face, the build, the character of even the
innocent victims uf the original offense. She
grasps in her impartial survey the national
evidences of evil. The death rates of nations
and communities are to her calm rcason the
leasons of the virtues, the vices, the wealth,
the poverty of those who reduce them. Her
ministers know individually how stera ia the
truth that * the wicked do mot live out half
their days,” and can each_and all most truly de-
clare that in the great living book of disease
there is not a single instance of & wicked man
who is free from disease of body or mind, or who
approaches to the attainment of a healty life.

There is no class of the population more su-
perstitious, perhaps, than sailors are. It s nop
difficult to understand this ; isclated and alona
in & vast world of air and water, surronzded by
atrange sights and mysterious powers, of which
even science gives but imperfect knowledge,
their minds and imsaginations ars worked upon
by a constant succession of iniracles, engender-
ing awe or exciting terror, with vague ideas of
thiogs strongly suggested although guite un-
known. Ancient authors, wating of times when
navigation was in its infancy, ami every great
power in nature was individualized o8 a kind of
deified man, ar» full of wonders and mysteries,
and people of the world of air and
water with ail kinds of imaginary
beings and mwoosters gocd or evil.

Sunshine indicated the glorified presence of
Apollo, darkness was the attribute of angry and
vengelul demons, and as they were hopeful and
gay, full of courage and daring in the one, in
the other vagne terrors haunted them, giviog
horrible sigoificance to the moat harmleas in-
dications of changeful weather. The ghostly
Dutchman’s phantcm ship, or demon frigate,
foretold storm and darkness ; lightning playing
npon the mast, sp.ars an? cordage gave signs of
danger or safety according to the forms it as-
sumed ; whistlmg would, it wa3s believed, ex-
cite the anger of storm demons; and among
French sailors it was once & common custom to
fasten some unlucky midshipman to the mast
and flog him to please the spirits of the tem-
pests and keep them good-natured. .

But ghost-baunted ships were of all things
thoze which the sailor regarded with most ter-
ror, and it is not many years since that an ac-
count was published of some sailors who refused
to serve on board a British man-of-war, be-
cause, as they eaid, there was a ghost aboard,
‘When pressed to give a reason for their belief,
they said the smelled him! One night. how-
ever, in astate of genuine terror, they eaid
they had not only amelled but seen the ghost—
aye, and heard ib, too, behind some beer
barcels ; and thei would rather swim than re-
main aboard, The captsin, however, ordered
them to be put in irona until they were well
out at sea and then flogged. ter that he
heard nothing more of the ghoat.

Ships thus baunted were not only doomed to
perish in the beliet of ssilors, but their very
prezence brought danger to all who looked up-
on them, The decayed hulls of veasels reFuted
to be haunted would drive the flsher folk on
some of the Scotch and Irish coasts from the
most promisicg bays, and nc one would venture
even to bathe pear them, such wild unreaeon-
able terror did they provoke.

A BOOK XNEITHER WRITTEN XNOR
PRINTE

Perhaps the most sipgular curiosity in the
book world is a volume that belongs to vhe
family of the Prince de Ligpe, and is now in
France, It is entitled ‘‘The Passion of
Christ,” and is neither written nor printed.
Every letter of the text is cut cut of & leaf, and,
being interleaved with blue paper, ia as easily
read aa the Yest print. The lsbor and patience
bestowed upon ita composition must have been
excessive, especially when the precision. and
minateness of the letters ars considered.

The general execution in every respect is in-
deed admirable, and the vellum is of the most
delicate and costly kind. Rodolph II. of Ger-
many offered for it in 1640, 11,000 ducats,
which was probably equsl to 60,000 at this day,
The most remarkable circumatance connected
this literary treasurs is that it bears the royal
armns of England; but when it was in that
country, and by whom owned, has never been
ascertained. : ‘
