SIR,

I have the honour to refer to the discussions between the representatives of
the Government of the Socialist Republic of Romania and the representatives of
the Governmrent of Canada on certain consular matters and ta conflrm the
agreement reached between our two Governments on the following:

1 . (a) The Romanian authorities will examine in accordance with
their laws any application for renunciation of Romamian
citizenship submitted by a person who while being a Romanian
citizen lias also acquJred Canadian citizenship, taking into
consideration also the f act that the applicant lias his permanent
resideuve in the territory of Canada.

(b) The Canadian authorities will have the same obligation in
case their approval should be necessary ini order to ensure that
applications to renounce Canadian citizenship are given effeet.

2. A person who visits the territory of the Socialist Republic of
Romania or Canada on a Canadian passport furnished with a Romanian
visa or a Romanian passport furnished with a Canadiani visa, respectively,
will not be denied permission to leave Romanian or Canadian territory, as
the case may be, on~ thie grounds that the persan concerned is a citizen of

3. The authorities of each etate will examine, on the basis cf their
domestic legislation, without delay and in a spirit of goodwill, any appli-
cation submitted by a representative of the diplopmatic mission or consulat
office of the other state wlth regard to consular access ta citizens of the
latter who have been detained or arrested.

4. The authorities of each state will return to the authorities of the
other state the Romanian or Canadian passports, as the case mnay be, which
they hold or which are surrendered to themn for safekeeping.
Accept, Sir, the assurances cf my hîghest consideration.
