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(b) persans known ta bc engaged in or,
insofar as information concerning such
persans can be comniunicated under
national law, persons suspecred of
engaging in operations refcrred ta ini
paragraph (a) abave, and vehîcles, ships,
aircraft and other means of transport
used, or suspected of being used, for
such operations;

(c) new means or methods used for
smuggling works of art, antiques or
other cultural property.

Assistance, on rcqucst, relating to surveillance

4. At the request of the Customns
administration of a Contracting Party, the
Customs administration of another
Contracting Party shall, ta the extent of its
competence and ability, maintain special
surveillance for a specified period over

(a) the movements, particularly the cntry
inta and exit from its territory, of

particular persans reasonably believed ta
be profcssionally or habitually engaged

in hesmuggling of works of art, antiques
or other cultural property in the territory
of the requesting Contracting Party;

(b) movements of works of art, antiques or
other cultural praperty wîh are
reparted by the Customs administration
of the requesting Contracting Part y as
giving risc ta important illicit traffic from
the territory of that Contracting Party;

'(c) particular vehicles, ships, aircraft or
other means af transpart reasonably
helleved ta be used for smuggling works
of art, antiques or other cultural property
from the territary of the requesting
Contracting Party,

and shail communicate a repart thereon ta
the Customs administration af the requesting
Contracting Party.
