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national preliminary examination report, subject to Article 34(4)(b), in respect of
the entire international application, but shall indicate, in the said report, that, in its
opinion, the requirement of unity of invention is flot fulflled and shall specify the
reasons for which the international application is flot considered as comp!ying with
the requirement of unity of invention.

68.2 Invitation t0 Restnict or Pay
Where the International Preliminary Examining Authority finds that the re-

quirement of unity of invention is flot complied with and chooses to invite the ap-
plicant, at his option, to restrict the dlaims or to pay additional fees, it $hall specify
at least one possibility of restriction which, in the opinion of the International Pre-
liminary Examnining Authority, would be in compliance with the applicable require-
ment, and shall specify the amount of the additional fees and the reasons for which
the international application- is flot considered as complying with the requirement
of unity of invention. It shaîl, at the same time, fix a time limit, with regard to the
circumstances of the cas, for complying with the invitation;, such time fimnit shaîl
flot bc shorter than one month, and it shaîl not be longer than two months, from the
date of the invitation.

68.3 Additional Fees
(a) lhe amounit of the additional fee due for international preliminary exami-

nation under Article 34(3)Xa) shail be determined by the competent International
Preliminary Examining Authority.

(b) The additional fée due for international preliminary examination under Ar-
ticle 34(3)(a) shall be payable direct to the International Preliminary Examining
Authority.

(c) Any applicant may pay the additional fée under proîtest, that is, accompa-
nied by a reasoned statement to the efl'ect that the international application com-
plies with the requirement of unity of invention or that the amount of the required
additional fee is excessive. Such protest shall be examined by a three-member
board or other special instance of the International Preliminary Examining Author-
ity, or any competent higher authority, which, to the extent that it finds the protest
justified, shaîl order the total or partial reimbursement to the applicant of the addi-
tional fee. On the request of the applicant, the text of both the protest and the dcci-
sion thereon shaîl be notified to the elected Offices as an annex to the international
preliminary examination report.

(d) The three-member board, special instance or competent higher authority,
referred to in paragraph (c), shaîl flot comprise any person who made the decision
which is the subject of the protest.

68.4 Frocedure in, the Case of Insufficient Restriction of the Claims
If the applicant restricts the claims but flot sufficiently to comply with the re-

quireinent of unity of invention, the International Preliminary Examining Authority
shaîl proceed as provided in Article 34(3X(c).
