
7. Aerosol inhalation chambers designed for aerosol 
challenge testing with pathogenic micro-organisms, 
viruses or toxins and having a capacity of 1 cubic meter 
or greater.

(Item 7022 applies to all destinations except Argentina, Australia, Austria, 
Belgium, Denmark, the Federal Republic of Germany, Finland, France, 
Greece, Hungary, Ireland, Italy, Japan, Luxembourg, Netherlands, New 
Zealand, Norway, Portugal, Spain, Sweden, Switzerland, the United King­
dom, and the United States.)

5. Steam sterilizable ffeeze-drying equipment with a 
condenser capacity greater than 50 kg of ice in 24 hours 
and less than 1000 kg of ice in 24 hours.

6. Equipment that incorporates or is contained in P3 or P4 
(BL3, BL4, L3, L4, BSL3, BSL4) containment housing, 
as follows:
a. Independently ventilated protective full or half suits; 

or
b. Class III biological safety cabinets or isolators with 

similar performance standards.
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
