Article 27

(1) Thts Convention shall be submitted to revision with
a vîew t0 the introduction- of amendnients designed te improve
the syatem of the Union.

(2) For thia purpose, conferences shal bce held auccessively
in one of the countrita of the Union among the delegates of
the said countries.

(3) Subject t0 the provisions of Article 26 which apply
to the amendsnent of Articles 22 te 26, any revision of this
Act, including thse Appendix, ahail require the unaniniity of
the votes cat.

(1) (a) Any country of the Union which lias sigped this
Act may ratify it, and, if it ha not signed it, nsay accede te il.
Instrumnents of ratification or accession sall bie deposited
with the Director General.

(b) Any country of thse Union may deelare in its instru-
ment of ratification or accession that ita ratification or acces-
sion shaUl net apply te Articles 1 to 21 and the Appendix,
provided that, if antis country hui previoualy made a decar.
tion under Article VI(1) of the Appendix, then it inay declare
in the, said instrument only that its ratification or accession
shall not apply te Articles 1 te 20.
