(b) the performance of the several authorities having

responsibilities with respect to those operations.

That t}le members of the said Committee be Mrs.
Appolloni and Messrs. Anderson, Cafik, Dionne (North-
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umberland-Miramichi), Fox, Goodale, Gray, Lambert
(Bellechasse), Lawrence, Lessard, Mazankowski, McGrath,
Murta and Orlikow;

That the said Committee have power to send for per-
sons, papers and records and examine witnesses; to sit
when the House is sitting; to sit during periods when the
House stands adjourned; to report from time to time and
to print such papers and evidence from day to day as may
be deemed advisable; to delegate to sub-committees all or
any of their powers except the power to report direct
to the House; and to engage the services of such expert
staff as may be deemed necessary;

And that the said Committee be instructed to make its
reports to this House no later than December 16, 1974,
be set down as the first Order of Business under Govern-
ment Orders later this day.

Sharp, seconded by Mr. Marchand (Langelier), moved,—
