My present age is 46 years nd on the 30ib June next

I beg to point out that, in the ordin ry course,
I would have been promoted and given the appointment of 
Hon. Lieut, qnd quarter ster,R.C* ,, which wae 11 I 
expected on TFe Reconstitution 0T~Vre Corps.
Having, ho ever, received the rnk of Lieutenant, ••.C. .,
-nd being placed on the Regimental List, I prepared for 
find passed the examination for promotion to the rank of 
Captain in subjects ( i), (hi) (bii) (biii) (Mill) nd 
proposed to qu lify in subject f f ) this spring and 
Bummer when the present series of lectures, now being 
c rried out durinr the vinter aonths, was c apleted.

In view of the above, I respectfully submit that 
that I am ta great disadvantage in having accepted the 
rank of Lieutenant, as, if I mto he retired after six 
years commissioned rank it would have been more to my 
dvantage to have remained a arrant Officer as I then 

would have had pros ects of promotion to Lieutenant and 
uartern»&ster and been enabled to serve until 55 years 
of age, either as a 'Warrant or Commissioned Officer.

If my proposed retirement let* take place ae 
stated, I do not consider that, in my case, the condi­
tions of H. . Letter 856-2-1 dated 20-9-05, under which 
Imperial troops were taken over at the transfer of 
isquiraalt Garrison, tire being adhered to, as a number of 
my conte poriee, prior to transfer are now Lieutenants 
?nd quartermasters in the Roy 1 Engineers, with the privil 
ege of regaining in the ervice until 55 years of age.

I therefore again beg to request that my case 
may be reconsidered and that on account of the exceptional 
circumstances noted above I may be permitted to continue 
in the Service in my present appointment until I reach the 
age of fifty years, or, falling this, that I may receive 
the appointment of Quarter mster, R.C. ».
