Veterinary helminthology cannot be 
restricted to a knowledge of the worms of domesticated ani als
alone : it must include those of man and of the related wild 
animals at least and, ideally, would include all parasites of all 

lach class of worker must know his literature andani als.
this nas been simplified in recent years by the work of Stiles 
and Hassell in .braerican and the J. B. A. P. in Britain,
The young worker will find that he must have more than the 
patience os Jacob bofore he can obtain his Rachael. He will have
to live in the shadow of the slaughter house and the manure pile 
and work oaten under most uncomfortable conditions, and he 
must do it because he wants to do it.
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In this, however, as in 
most other research careers, success depends less on ability than 
on adaptability.
