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Let us recall His words : **Then if any man shall

' say unto you, Lo here is Christ, or there; believe

* it not. For there shall arise false Christs and
* false prophets, and shall shew great signs and

* wonders; inasmuch that if it were possible, they

* shall deceive the verv elect. Behold I have told

* you before. Wherefore if they shall say unto

* you, Behold He is in the desert, go no not forth ;

* behold He is in the secret chambers, believe it not.

* For as the lightning cometh out of the east, and

' shineth unto the west; so shall also the coming of

* the Son of man he. For wheresoever the carcase

* is, there will the eagles be gathered together.

' Immediately after the tribulation of those days

' shall the sun be darkened, and the moon shall

' not give her light, and the stars shall fall from

'heaven, and the powers of the heavens shall

* be shaken : And then shall appear the sign of

* the Son of man in hea.ven,** v.

Listen again to His words : "Wherefore if they

'shall say unto you, Behold he is in the desert,

* go not forth ; behold He is in the secret chambers,

' believe it not." But what does Mrs. Eddy say ?

' Is this angel, or message from God, Divme
' Science, that comes in a cloud ? To mortals,

' abstract^ obscure, dark; . . , The inaudible
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
