Panic on the Exchanges.

The street evidently took the worst possi-
ble view of the case, and a panle on the
Stock Exchaages followed. The Montreal
board met first, and the opening sale of
War Ragle there was at 81,66, A few min-
utes later the Toronto Stock Exchange as-
sembled, and the issue opened six points
lower still, at $1.60. Several sales were
made at this figure, which proved to he the
low point for the day. The news had
been so thoroly circulated by the newspap-
ers that the whole situation had been dis-
counted before hand. Later the stock ral-
led, selling up. tot 180, but agaln declin-
ed, closing at 166 asked and 165% bid in
Tcronto, and at 169 asked and 167 id in
Montreal, Monday's high figures and yes-
terday's lowest show a drop of over 100
points in 24 bours. During yesterday no
less than 40,000 shares were sacrificed in
Montreal, while something over 40,900 were
slumped off in Toronto. Very little Centre
Star changed hands, but some sales are
reported around 100,

Some Heavy Losses,

The result to a number 6f Toronto and
Montreal people is more than serious, not a
few speculators on margin hating dropped
thousands of dollars jn the slump. ©One un-
fortunate Toronto party was yesterday

cieaned out of $20,000, and the bank which
had been carrying him had to take a loss
in addition. Some of those who have fond-
ly ‘belleved themselves ‘“Insiders’” were
nipped. Several proniinent financiers hoth
in Toronto and Montreal having, during
the past few days, loaded up  on 'stock
around 240 and 260, thinking that they had
a great bargain at those figures.

There is no doubt that if the public had
not foolishly lost its head, ne such a break
as has ‘occured wouid have taken place.
The temporary closing down of the mines
for economical. purposes does mot dJdetract
one whit from their inherent werth, and
as the first panicky feellng blows over this
fact will be generally recognized.

Many Complaints Heard.

Reserve Funds on Hand.
Despite the official statements to the con- |
trary, it was rumored about town thnt}
the War Fagle Compuany had a big reserve|
fund on hand; out of which dividends might :
be paid during the shut-down. In conyer-|
sation with The World yesterday Mr. Geo. |
Gooderham quickly dispelley this idea. He |
stated that the reserve fund of either com-|
any does not amount to as much as $100,- |
, and that this money will be needed for
the equipment and deyelopmeit work now
going on. '

As to the period during which both mines
will abstain from shipments, Mr. Gooder-
ham repeated that it was likely to extend
to €lx months, tho he did not think it
would run over that. The Centre Star, as
well as the War Eagle, was being equipped
with a new hoisting plant and this helped
to account for the closing down ot the
younger—together with the older mine. The
new machinery for both {n‘o erties has been
ordered from Messrs. Webster, Camg &
Lane of Akron, Ohiv, and has not yet been
delivered. B

Is There Anything in This ?

By the way, it was mooted abont the
street yesterday that one "object in the
closing down of both properties is to force
the C.P.R. smelter at Trail to give the
companies a better freight and treatment
rate on their ores. It is thought that the
closing ‘down of the two mines will mean
the shutting down of these Trail reduction
works, and it is even binted that the Good-
erbam syndicate is trying to get hold of
the smelter at a low figure, by shutting
off its ore supply,

The Labor Question,

Another idea luigosted is that, as a side
issue the action of the two corporations is
partly due to the labor troubles over the
cight-hour law in British Columbia, the ar-
gument being that by throwing 600 men out
of employnient in Rossland they will great-
ly weaken the hands of the Miners’ Union.
This theory, Mr, Gooderham discourages,
tho he dees mot straightly deny it.

Asked if the War FEagle would begin
dividends at an increased rate when it re-
sumed shipping,- Mr,  Gooderbam refused
to say. He maintained, however, that the
mine to-day looks better than ever it did
and that when it was opened up again it
would be thoroly equipped: and so thoroly
developed that a great store of ore reserves
would be ahead of the management,

Will Sell High Again,

BOERS DISCOVERED THE BRITISH

Who Were Protecting Coolies Cut-
ting Grass Near Ladysmith—
Five Were Killed,

Modder Spruit, Monday, Feb, 5.—On Sat-
urday the Pretoria corps discovered a party
of British, from Ladysmith, entrenched at
a rallroad bridge, protecting a number of
coolies, who were cutting grass. A party
of Boers, despatched to the scene, was
attacked from the trenches, and all re-
treated, except four, who, hiding, permit-

ted the British to advance within 50 yards,
when they fired a volley, killing three
men.  This was scen from the British fort,
which fired a shell, and senf cavalry to
assist the British. The Boers beat those
back, killing two men.

London, Fcb, 7.—The Honse of Commons
has rejected Lord Fitzmaurice's amend-
ment to the address in reply to the speech
from the throne by 352 agalnst 139 in its
favor.

Debate on the Address,

The debate on the amendment to the ad-
dress in reffly to the speech from the throne
wag then resumed by Mr. H. H. Asquith,
Liberal (Home Secretary in the -Rosebery
Ministry). He maintained that the war
was mneither intended nor desired by the
Government, which, naturally, explained the
country’'s unpreparedness. . Doubtless there
had been a demonstrable lack of foresight
and fnsight, - Mr, (‘hamberlalp no doubt
would give much for a chance of re-editing
his despatches, But there was no ground
in anything which had happened or in any-
thing which they could contemplate at pre-
sent, for the ‘‘croakings of pessimism or
fits of panic.” ,

Mr. Asquith's specch created quite a sen-
sation.
