POLICE THOUGHT HE WAS DEAD,

But He Turned Up in Toronte Yes-
terday and Was Recognised by
Detective Vermey.

After eluding brrest for nearly eight
years, James Dunlop, a young man, whose
parentsg live at 307 Manning-avenue, was
taken into custody yesterday by Detective
Verney. It is charged tbat he broke into
the dwelling of Mr. Justice Street, at 21
Walmer-road, in June 1803, At the time
of the robbery the family were away, and
the residence was under police supervision.

Constable Dan Robinson, whose duty it
was to visit the unoccupied houses in the

porthern part of the city, saw Willlam
Rodgers acting in a suspicious manner
about Judge Street's home, and before the
man could warn his accompiices he was
placed under arrest, Constable Robinson
locked Rodgers up at No. 5 Station, and,
after securing the assistance of the late
P.C. McPherson, hurried back to the scene
of the robbery in the hope of capturiug
thieves ramsacking the house. The police-
man arrived just in time to see three men
leave the place. The constables gave
chase, but the thieves made good their
escape by running thru lanes in the vi-
cinity.
Rodgers Squealed.

From the prisoner Rodgers the detectives
received reliable informaiion as to who his
accomplices were, and he was let off with
60 days in jail. 'The airest amd conviction
of Fred Lascelles followed some days later,
and he was given six months in the Cen-
tral Prison. Some little time elapsed be-
fore James Ferguson. another of the
thieves, returned to the city, and was
taken into custody.

Said Dunlop Was Dead.

To the police Ferguson related a startling

story to the effect that while beating his

| way on a& freight <rain, accompanied by
| Dunlop, the alleged fourth housebreaker,

the latter fell under the wheels and was
killed Instantly. Ferguson chosc trial by
jury, and was convicted, being sentenced
to four years in Kingston Penitentiary.
His story about the death of Dunlop was
believed by t¢he authorities here, and con-
sequently Detective Verney was greatly
surprised when he met him yesterday on
Manning-avenue, a few hours after his re-
turn to the city from the Umited States.

j Booty is Still Miseing.

The thieves secured an entrance to ¢he
home of Judge Street by climbing a high
fence in the rear, and forcing a rear win-
dow. They carried off a gold watch and
several scholarship medals, which were
prized highly by the learned judge, Nomne
of the stolen property has yet been recov-
ered, but a large basketful of silverware
wag found at the rear of the house, which
would probably have been removed had the
thieves not been frightened off by Con-
stalble Robinson.
