The recent decision of the U. S. Su­

preme Court In reference to the status of 
Puerto Rico Is one of the most Important 
that has ever been delivered by that tri­
bunal. The decision will have an Import­
ant bearing on the so-called Imperial pol- 

f Icy upon which the United States has just 
entered. While the court specifically de­
clares that Puerto Rico and the other isl­
ands acquired from Spain are not foreign, 
but domestic territory, it defines their 
status more particularly by declaring that 
they are not territory of the United 
States, but territory pertaining to the 
United States. Under the decision, it fol­
lows that the alien peoples of the Philip­
pines and Puerto Rico are not entitled to 
Share In tjie privileges of citizens of the 
United States. Henceforth, they are to be 
governed by the will of Congress, and not 
according to the fixed principles laid down 
by the constitution for the government 
and protection of the forty-five States. It 
Is within the jurisdiction of the authori­
ties at Washington to raise whatever tariff | 
barriers they like against the Islands. The 
whole question of colonies and of the ad­
ministration of colonies becomes, In ac­
cordance with the decision, a matter of 
purely political concern. The judgment of 
the court paves the way for the policy of 
expansion, which Is the feature of the 
McKinley Administration. The court has 
laid down a solid foundation for the ex­
tension of a colonial system, absolutely 
controlled from Washington. Henceforth, 
the question of expansion becomes one of 
political expediency, not of constitutional 
-law. The doctrine of Imperialism has 
been upheld, but it is declared that the 
despotism rests with Congress, not with 
the President.

Larkin went on to explain that 
Japan teas and Ceylon green teas are prac­
tically only used In agricultural districts, 
as city people, as a rule, favor the blacks.
The Intention of the trust is to get, and It 
has been promised, considerable assistance 
from the Japan Government, who foresee, 
since the Introduction of Ceylon green 
teas, the decay of one of their chief In­
dustries. Better than forming a trust 
would he to advertise their products and 
avoid adulteration and coloring. The suc­
cess of the Ceylon teas has been due, 
says Mr. Larkin, to extensive advertising 
and to the fact that they are absolutely 
fiee from adulteration or coloring. Japan 
tea Is exclusively an American drink, being 
almost unknown in England. The United 
States market takes about 35,000,000 pounds 
annually, but coffee Is the most important 
of the Imports of that country, each head 
of the population consuming 12 pounds per 
year. Canada drinks less than a pound per 
head. The amount of tea consumed In the 
United States in a year is about one and a 
quarter pounds per head, while 
drinks about five pounds. However, the wbole question is a most Important

China Must Pay *1,000,000 a Day 
After Jane 1, or Settle.

Washington, May 29.—The Department 
of State has been informed reliably that 
the Chinese Government has issued a 
decree agreeing to pay an indemnity of 
450,000,000 taels, equivalent to about $337,- 
000,009 at the present rate of exchange. 
It is known now that the whole subject 
of indemnity will be closed up before the 
end of the present month. It that Is not 
done and evacuation is not under way 
on a large scale then the Chinese ooveru- 
ment must be assessed $1,000,000 each 
day after June 1 next, to compensate the 
powers for the maintenance of their mili­
tary forces In China. Un.der this whip 
the Chinese Government has been forced 
to yield. IU Is not known that the powers 
h.i ve agreed on the form and extent of 
guarantee, but now that the amount or 
the Indemnity Is fixed not much difficulty 
is expected on this score.

The United States Government has not 
taken part in the selection of a military 
com mandant to succeed Field Marshal 
Von Waldersee in the supreme command 
at I'ekln. The American Legation guard 
will be answerable to the United States 
Minister or Charge.
