' "The Apostle Peter gives the key to 
the1 real- solution' qf-the matter when, 
in reciting tfae events connected with 
the flood, he tells us of the fall of the 
angels- at that time, who ‘in. the days 
of Noah’ ‘kept not their first estate* 
(I Peter Hi, 19, 20). Those angels who 
were permitted to have a measure of 
control of the fallen race, with a view 
to helping them as much as they 
might be able, and who, for the pur­
pose of rendering such assistance to 
mankind, were permitted to appear in 
human form, because enamored of the 
human female, and preferred the hu­
man form to their own state as spirit 
beings.
