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WARD 1 CONSERVATIVES 
HID II SPLENDID PICNIC

Big Crowd, Plenty of Amusement 
and Some Solid Instruction From 

Leading Men of the Party.

All connected with the management 
of the First Ward Conservative Asso­
ciation picnic at Kew Gardens Satur­
day afternoon deserve congratulations. 
The Beachee, Bast Toronto, Midway 
and Chester associations also combin­
ed In making It a success,, and it is es­
timated that about 5000 person* enjoy­
ed the athletic sports, baseball games, 
band music, shady groves, splendid 
beach and, last, but not least, the ora­
tory specially provided for the occa­
sion.

A platform and a lot of temporary 
benches were placed In the shade, and 
a thousand or so men, women and 
children listened for two hours to eulo­
gies of the Whitney government and 
the Borden opposition, and to the re­
verse concerning the Ottawa adminis­
tration. Premier Whitney wasn't thsre, 
but among those notable who wire 
might be mentioned. Hon. Dr. Pyne, 
Hon. Thomas Crawford, Hon. J. J. 
Foy, Mayor Geary, Hon. I. B. Lucas,
T. W. Crothere. M.P., St. Thomas; 
Claude Macdonell, M.P.; R. R. Gamey,’ 
M.L.A.; W. D. McPherson, M.L.A.; 
John Shaw, M.L.A.; Alex. McOowan, 
M.L.A.; A. B. Kemp, ex-M.P.; ex-Aid. 
McGhie, O. T. Blackstock, K.C., and A 
large number of party stalwarts, in­
cluding Dr. Beattie Nesbitt. Présidant « 
Dick Greer was In the chair.

Hen. Dr. Pyne spoke chiefly of the 
merits of technical education, end ad­
vocated continuation schools.

Mr. Gamey was greeted with* loud 
applause. He said he believed In party 
government, and, to show why young 
men should ally with the Conservative 
party, proved tho worth of the Whit- 
ney government by citing the increased 
revenue derived by the new timber and 
mining policies. Especially did he com­
mend the new polio of selling timber 
limits by the thousand feet Instead of 
the square mile, as formerly, permit- 
ting more to tender and assuring better 
results for the province.

Mr. Kemp spoke of the reckless ex­
penditure of the Laurier administration 
and characterized the Canadian navy 
as a theatrical farce.

Mr. Crothers, M.P., for West Elgin, 
ridiculed the government for their 
terribly Inadequate estimate of the 
expenditure necessary for the con­
struction of the transcontinental. Re­
garding the commission appointed to 
carry out the construction of the 
road, not one of the members had a 
practical knowledge of railroading. 
The chairman of the commission was' 
a man who had been engaged In 
manufacturing corsets for forty years.
It was hardly any wdnder that the 
Quebec bridge had collapsed. He pok­
ed a lot of fun, while narrating some 
well-known facts concerning Incidents 
in the political career of "Sweet Wil­
liam” Pugeley.

Mr. Blackstock prefaced his ad­
dress with a short review of his own 
parliamentary ambitions, i He freely 
admitted that he held the doubtful 
honor of being the most frequently de­
feated candidate for political honors 
in Canadian parliamentary history.

"I was put in the political cemetery,” 
said he. "from which there is no re­
surrection, and as a prophet not with­
out honor, save in his own country,
I decided to cross the Atlantic and see 
how I got along In British polities.”

Mr. Crothers’ statement that the 
Liberal party dared not review their 
past record, said the speaker, was true, 
for It showed too clearly their lack of 
honesty and common decency. He 
believed that the people of Canada 

i astrongly In favor of returning 
the ConservAtlve party Into power at 
Ottawa In the next election as the 
peopld of Ontario were In retaining 
the present provincial government. ; 
Democracy could only endure and suc­
ceed In proportion as the individual 
citizen docs the best he can Mr the 
state in which he lives.

Once Approxi- 
Ecpualed.

WASHINGTON, June 26__The 61st
congress brought its first regular ses­
sion to a close at U o'clock last even­
ing with a record of legislative achieve­
ment to its credit which has probfiubly 
never before been equalled 
session. Once before in r 
the record of this congres* was approxi­
mated, bat not equalled. That was in 
the fifth year of the administration of 
Theoddre Roosevelt, when thé 59th con. 
gre*e passed the railway rate bill, the 
meat inspection Mil, the pure food and 
drugs act and numerous other merito­
rious measures In the long session 
which ended June 80, 1806.

This congress has passed a railway 
rate bill of infinitely wider scope and 
Importance; a postal savings bank Mil 
which gives promise of great benefits, 
Indirect as Well as direct; has .provided 
abundant funds to enable the. tariff 
board to conduct an adequate Investi­
gation of thte cost of producing, at 
home and abroad; has passed a state­
hood bill which adds two new state* to 
the Union and aburtiantly demon­
strates the willingness and ability of 
the Republican party to rise above 
partisan considerations to redeem its 
platform pledges; a conservation bill 
which literally clinches the great policy 
of Conserving the nation’s resources, of 
which Theodore Roosevelt wae the fa­
ther and William Howard Taft is the 
loyal exponent and executor; a cam­
paign publicity bill which la destined 
to remove not only dishonesty but the 
suspicion thereof from the election of 
all federal officials, and numerous other 
measure of only comparatively less 
importance.

NEW YORK, June 26.—The "Tong 
War” that Mgeps but never dies, 
broke out again to-day in Chinatown, 
and In 92 seconde three Chinamen 
were shot, two of them fatally, a 
third was painfully wounded, and 
more than forty shots from heavily 
calibred revolvers shattered against 
the bricks of the houses. Seven China­
men were arrested. It was all over 
nearly as quickly as It had begun, 
and for the remainder of the after­
noon the streets were as qifiet as 
they had been an instant before the 
battle. It happened that this was 
the 2000th anniversary of the found­
ing of the Society of the Four Broth- 
ers, and in its honor the members 
were to give a banquet In Pell-street 
this afternoon. Guests began to ar­
rive early from all parts of the city 
and even from neighboring towns, and 
the streets were thick with sightseers.

The shooting began at 4 o’clock. 
There Is no certainty of the precise 
provocation, but it is generally under­
stood In Chinatown that the Ong Le- 
ong Tong, a rival organization, did 
not realize the fact that Chu Hen, re­
cently acquitted of the murder of an 
Ong^Leong Tong man, was to be the 
guest of honor at the banquet.

The Hip Sing Tong.tke Ong Leong 
Tong and the Four Brothers occupy 
each their own street, and no prudent 
member of one society trespasses On 
the territory of another. Pickets had- 
been posted to-day at the "ends of Poll- 
street by the Tour Brothers and scouts 
of the Ong Leong Tong patrolled the 
adjacent boundary of Nott-street.

Somebody stepped over the line. 
Somebody began to shoot. It Is doubt­
ful If any white man will ever know 
who trespassed and who was punished, 
because the rain of bullets came too 
fast from too many directions at once 
for the eye to catch the first flash. And 
no Chinaman will tell. Son Chin, the 
inevitable Innocent bystander, was the 
first to fall, shot thru the abdomen.

The police made a scramble for ev­
erybody that ran, but there were more 

khonest fugitives than combatant», and 
doorways are thicker in Chinatown 
than burrows In a rabbit warren. Sev­
en were caught, some of whom the po­
lice say they caught shooting, and on 
others of whom revolvers were found.

The reserves were called out, a coW 
don was drawn tightly about the en­
tire quarter, all .visitors war* barred 
and no curiosity wagons were allowed. 
Then the interrupted banquet of the 
Four Brothers, with Chu Hen as the 
guest of honor, went on. The lights, 
were bright in the banquet hall, and 
the talk was still running spiritedly 
late to-night.

LONDON, June 26.—(New York Sun 
iîabie.)—There seéms to be a rift In ‘ 
the entente cordiale. It Is reported 
that France is displeased by the fail­
ure of ^Foreign Secretary Grey to 
adopt its point Of view regarding 
Crete. The French cabinet is anxious 
to avoid military adventure of any 
kind anywhere, but certainly the 
French public is unwilling to tolerate 
any expedition to Crete to bolster up 
Turkish suzerainty.

It is reported that the French min­
istry of foreign affairs feels that Sir 
Ed ward Grey has adopted a risky and 
unsatisfactory policy In regard to 
Cretan affairs, believing that sooner 
or later some disagreeable Incident 
will occur necessitating intervention 
as a result of Sir Edward’s policy of" 
procrastination.

- The French Government wanted a 
conference, but Sir Edward would not 
accept the proposal. He also declined 
a suggestion that representatives of 
the protecting powers should meet 
frequently in London for the purpose 
of settling current business In regard 
to Crete. The present condition of the 
Cretan problem, is that the four pro­
tecting powers have agreed as a pre­
cautionary measure that 'each shall 
send a second warship to Cretan wat­
ers before the next meeting of the 
assembly.

The Russian proposal to reoccupy 
Crete has been accepted in principle 
by the three other powers as a mea­
sure for adoption in the event of fur­
ther emergency. The latter proposal 
had an immediate moral effect on the 
situation, for the Greek Government 
immedi itely addressed a remonstrance 
to the Cretan leaders.

SUBSTITUTE FOR SERVANTS
Company Will for Minimum Charge 

Wash the Family Dishes.
NEW YORK, June 26.—The servant 

girl problem Has been solved in apart­
ment bouses. Here is good news for 
women. With a minimum charge of 
20 cents a day for a small family, a 
service company has been formed to 
wash the dishes of tenants of apart­
ment houses. Modern dish washing 
machines already have been installed 
In the basements of several large 
apartment houses, and the company 
will begin operations in a few days.

The company will provide each fam­
ily- with two boxes, one for china and 
silverware and one for pots and pans. 
The boxes will bear the number of the 
apartment and will fit the dumb wait­
ed. Polite employes In -uniform will 
call for the dishes after each meal, 
send them down the dumb waiter, 
wash them, and return them In a few 
minutes.

An intêVeatlng feature qf this plan 
is that the company agrees to pay for 
all breakage. The employes are paid 
a bonus of $2 a week if they do not 
break or lose a dish, and are docked 
if they do.

The miracles in life, however, were 
not only in cases of sickness, for she 
explained how miracles could happen 
In business, where a man depended 
upon the inner life Instead of imag­
ining that it wys only thru .hard logic 
that he could succeed. Long life was 
attainable by every living soul thru 
the simple process of right thinking.
