19th 1869. . The Rev. Dr. King is still a trusted leader in 
our Church in Canada, occupying the important post of Prin­
cipal of our College in Winnipeg. The Rev. Dr. Kellogg has 
returned to his missionary labors in India, where, at the same 
time, he is assisting in the re-translation of the Scrintu 
into Hindi and Urdu.
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*Dr. Burns, strictly speaking, was not Pastor of the congregation- for he 
never inducted. He nevertheless, for a time, discharged the duties of the 

pastorate, in addition to his professional work in Knox College.
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
