The doubleheader habit was revived
in St. Louis last season by big Dave
Davenport of the Browns. On July 29,
he. trimmed the Yankees two games
at Sportsman’s Park by scores of 8 to 1
and 8 to 8. This was the first indica-
tion of the big Yankee smash. The
Yanks left on their second western trip
three games ahead, but with Baker,
Magee, Gilhooley, Maisel, Nunamaker
and others laid up for repairs. The
Yankees lost six straight in that series,"
were tumbled from the top, while Cald-
well broke loose again and was sus-
pended for ten days and then for the
rest of the season.

Daveaport’s Great Work
