As a great part of
the military drill, particularly in the
first year, is designed merely to develop
physical strength, the turners argue that
much of this could be dispensed with in
the case of the young men who have al-
ready made themselves strong through
systematic exercise, and they believe that
the exemptions asked for would give a
great impetus to their organizations.
